Those of you who were eagle eyed in early
February would have seen a familiar face
on the BBC 10 O’Clock News. At the height
of the media frenzy over the Archbishop,
General Synod met and there was
coverage of the Archbishop’s arrival and
speech. The Synod as a whole had risen to
give him a standing ovation when he
entered the chamber, apart from one or two
folks — who were the ones the TV cameras
focused on — and | just happened to be
standing next to one of them. This
‘selective’ coverage lay at the heart of the
whole situation. As The Archbishop spoke
to the Synod, it became all too clear that he
had been ‘attacked’ and ‘criticised’ for
things he had not said. The power of the
media to sway our thinking and views was
clearly demonstrated. | was glad to be there
and to hear him speak for himself and to
share in the atmosphere and expression of
support for him.

Too often we hear things second or third
hand; too often we receive news through a
filter. The importance of ‘being there’ and
discovering the truth for yourself can be
lost. The value of hearing what is actually
said, and of seeing what really happens
can never be underestimated.

This year through Lent we have been
encouraging all of us to make a
commitment to walk with Christ — to
respond to his call to ‘follow me’. In
particular, we are inviting everyone to make
a commitment to share the journey of Holy
Week — to walk with Christ from the Mount
of Olives on Palm Sunday to the Upper
Room on Maundy Thursday; to watch and
pray to the Garden of Gethesemene and

follow to the foot of the cross; finally to
gather in the darkness and watch and wait
for the coming of the light and life of Christ.
Too often we hear of these events second
or third hand. Too often we fail to share that
journey, because other priorities crowd in.

This year make it your priority to share in
the events of Holy Week — and put the
dates and times of the great services in
your diary — and come and follow Christ on
his way of the Cross.

Make time for The Passion!

This coming Holy Week, do tune in to watch a
major forthcoming BBC television series - The
Passion. Praised by numerous church leaders,
it is expected to make a huge national impact
over the Easter season - drawing more than ten
million viewers.

The series, which starts on Palm Sunday 16th
March, will be scheduled in peak time on BBC1.
It tells the story of the last week of Jesus' life,
his trial and crucifixion. The last episode, to be
broadcast on Easter Sunday 23rd March,
dramatises his post-resurrection appearances.

The Passion has been made by award-winning
drama producer Nigel Stafford-Clark, who was
responsible for Bleak House and Warriors. The
cast includes Cold Feet star James Nesbitt as
Pilate and EastEnders actor Paul Nicholls as
Judas Iscariot. The part of Jesus is played by
the relatively unknown Joseph Mawle, who at
33 is the same age as Jesus during the events
of the Passion.

The Churches' Media Council has launched a
website to provide resources and information
about the series. Visit
www.churchesmediacouncil.org.uk/passion.
The group encourages Christians to seize this
"golden opportunity to contribute to a
contemporary public discussion about Jesus."
Guidelines on the site encourage the Christian
community to welcome the retelling of the
stories for a new generation, but to treat it as
drama first rather than theology.

Andrew Graystone, Director of the Churches'
Media Council, was profoundly moved by early
versions of the series. "This is an extremely
vivid piece of drama. You feel you are right
there, in amongst the Passover crowds,
alongside the disciples as Jesus comes out with
these simple but earth-shattering messages.
And then of course, he's taken away and makes
the ultimate sacrifice, and like the disciples,
you're left to decide what you are going to do
about it."

Christian Basics: Why the Cross?

The cross is the badge of the Christian. Yet it
was the cruellest form of execution known in the
ancient world until it was eventually banned in

the b5th century AD. Paradoxically as a
horrifying instrument of torture and death, it is
also a symbol of love and peace.

The cross is a picture of violence, yet the key to
peace;

a picture of suffering, yet the key to healing;
a picture of death, yet the key to Ilife;
a picture of utter weakness, yet the key to
power;

a picture of capital punishment, yet the key to
mercy and forgiveness;

a picture of vicious hatred, yet the key to love;
a picture of supreme shame, yet the Christian's
supreme boast.

The cross really is the key to everything!

Like a cut diamond, the cross has many facets.
On the cross the powers of death and evil were
defeated; Jesus identified with our sufferings
and set us an example of self-sacrificial love.
However, above all Jesus died to deal with the
problem of our sin.

Peter writes, 'He himself bore our sins in his
body on the tree, so that we might die to sins
and live for righteousness; by his wounds you
have been healed ... Christ died for sins once
for all, the righteous for the unrighteous, to bring
you to God' (1Peter 2:24, 3:18). Jesus has
made the way into God's presence open to all,
symbolised when the curtain in the Temple was
torn in two from top to bottom at the crucifixion.
This veil representing the barrier between
people and God was torn down by the death of
Christ.

How did Jesus achieve this? He died in our
place, bore our sins and took our guilt, so
paying the full penalty for our sin. Again his final
cry on the cross was a cry of triumph, 'lt is
finished'. It was the word stamped across bills
to indicate that they had been paid.

What was the purpose of the cross? Peter
answers this question in five short words: 'to
bring us to God'. Jesus is like the bridge that
provides access between us and God. 'If Jesus
Christ is to be our Saviour then he must be able
to place a hand upon a pardoning God and
another hand on a penitent sinner and draw
them together in an act of reconciliation' Bishop
Handley Moule.

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We were delighted to welcome the
Archdeacon of the Isle of Wight, Caroline
Baston, to the Parish Mass at Saint Faith’s
for Candlemas, and to the soup lunch that
followed it. Her sermon very much focussed
on the theme of prayer, starting from the
candle itself as both a sign of our prayers,
and as an aid to them. The liturgy of
Candlemas ends with an invitation to turn
from Christ’'s birth to his Passion, and to
enter deeply into the Paschal ministry, as
Lent comes round again. And how quickly

it did, with the effect of an early Easter
pitching us into Ash Wednesday only a few
days later! Our Lent programme this year
encourages us in a number of different
ways to take that invitation seriously, as we
encounter and explore the Passion through
Lent groups, Bible Study, fellowship group
discussions, in our music and the liturgy,
and in walking the Stations of the Cross. On
Tuesday at Saint Faith’'s the meditation on
the Stations forms the first part of the
Eucharist each week in Lent.

With perfect timing, our embroiderer,
Caroline Davies, delivered our new purple
legillium ‘fall’ on Shrove Tuesday, ready for
use during Lent. Because this fall is in
memory of Jackie Lee we will be welcoming
visitors to Saint Faith’'s on Mothering
Sunday for its dedication, friends of Jackie’s
from local Help the Aged clubs who have
raised money for it. Mentioning Shrove
Tuesday reminds me of this vyear's
Caribbean Evening, which was not only a
great success, but very well attended by
people from across the parish of all
generations - Saint Faith’s being very well
represented, but not featuring in any of the
trophies for pancake racing this year,
despite the very best and rather frantic
efforts of myself and others!

At the last meeting of the Saint Faith’'s DCC
it was agreed that we should follow the
practice of last year and dedicate two of our




coffee mornings to the raising of money for
specific charities, leaving the other three to
raise money for church funds. We have
already had the first of those on January
19" and a very happy morning it was, with
lots of people there from across the parish
and a double birthday to celebrate for
Lorraine and her twin brother Anthony. Our
next coffee morning on March 8" will be in
aid of Bishop Kenneth’'s Lent Appeal. We
are very grateful to Revd Frances who has
spent some of her convalescence after her
knee operation in making us some big new
banners to advertise these events.

The tradition of having healing services at
Saint Faith’s on Sundays at 4 p.m.
continues, providing an opportunity for a
non-Eucharistic service with a particular
focus on prayer for healing, and with laying
on of hands for those who wish it. The
service held on February 10" had as its
theme ‘The Healing of the Passion’, and the
one to be held on March 2™ will focus on
Reconciliation of the Passion.

A few days later, on March 8" Canon
Richard Eckersley will lead the Parish Quiet
Day at the All Saints’ Church Hall at East
Meon, an opportunity for a time of space
and quiet and preparation for Holy Week -
and the list at Saint Faith’s of those wanting
to be part of that is filling up well.

Thanks are due to Jon Stemp for all his
work dealing with our insurers and the
building contractors in ensuring that the roof
will soon be repaired, and the internal
decoration of the prayer area restored — all,
we hope, in time for a very happy and
blessed Easter.

News from the Community
of the Sacred Passion

One of the great pleasures of being a card-
carrying bus pass Senior Citizen has been
the freedom to go and visit the Convent of
the Community of the Sacred Passion in
West Sussex. It was at the end of July 2004
that “our” two Sisters, Sister Joan-Thérese

and Sister Mary-Kathleen, left Saint Faith’'s
House to return to their Mother House in
Surrey before the Community all moved to
a lovely home in Shoreham-by-sea, where
they have settled very happily.

Last autumn Sister Joan-Thérese, who is a
great letter writer, sent us news that the
Community had been awarded the Order of
Merit of the Order of Saint Lazarus, and that
Rev. Mother Philippa had been presented
with the medal at a ceremony in Chichester
Cathedral. This award was made in
recognition of the Community’s work with
leprosy patients at East Hanningfield, in
Essex, from 1947 to 1984. Sister Angela, in
a letter to the Friends of the Community,
described the Order of Lazarus as “one of
the earliest Christian Orders of Chivalry,
and it is considered to have been
established in the Holy Land somewhere
between 1098 and 1130. The Hospital of
Saint Lazarus in Jerusalem is known to
have comprised a distinctive religious
Community of Knights and Brothers, many
of whom left other Orders because they had
contracted leprosy. The relief of leprosy
remains one of the Order's aims today,
though its focus has now widened to
encompass many other forms of
humanitarian aid.”

On a recent visit made to Shoreham, Sister
Mary-Kathleen spoke of her memories of
her work at the House of Saint Giles at East
Hanningfield nursing patients who had
contracted leprosy overseas. Their dreadful
disfigurement led people to believe they
were contagious and there was much
prejudice towards the victims. Those
sufferers whose families rejected or could
not cope with them, or those who had




nowhere else to go, found a caring refuge
at Saint Giles. The CSP Sisters had been
asked to take over the running of the
Homes as a result of their long years
working amongst the sick and those
suffering from leprosy in Tanganyika
(Tanzania). They had the necessary
nursing skills and empathy to offer to their
patients, which they did with much loving
and compassionate care.

Later, when modern methods of treatment
led to fewer cases of residential care, Saint
Giles was bought by a Housing Association
which turned the Homes into hostels and
guaranteed the tenure of the remaining
residents for the rest of their lives.

Mother Philippa, Sister Joan-Thérese and
Sister Mary-Kathleen send greetings and
continue to hold our Parish in their prayers.
