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One of the recurring questions, looking
back at magazine articles, has been ‘where
does the time go?’.

This, | suspect, is true not just for us, but for
any of us who have to make decisions and
choices about the people we love and care
for — we want to do the best we can and
give them the best we can.

At the recent Diocesan Conference we
were thinking about ‘Inspiring Discipleship’
and how we are inspired in our lives and
how we then inspire others in theirs. The
Group that Father Jamie and | were in

reflected on the challenge of serving God
and following him. Sometimes responding
to God is not about making easy choices, or
living a trouble-free life. Sometimes walking
with Christ and choosing to follow him can
be costly. It is important we do not ‘water’
this challenge down when we share our
faith with others. We need to have the
confidence, maybe even courage, to
confront people with the choices we have to
make to serve Christ. If we love God and
want to respond to his love to us then we
need to seek ‘the best’ at whatever cost.

Each group was asked to share one
sentence, or word, or image with the
conference as we left. Our group asked
‘Have we got the guts for God?’ It is an
important question and, perhaps, one we
can all reflect on, both as individuals and as
a Parish — are we prepared to commit
ourselves to ‘getting it right' for God and
accepting the challenges he gives to us?

SKYDIVING CURATE RAISES
MONEY FOR DIABETES UK

On Saturday 25th August, my younger
brother Alex and | took to the skies and
prepared to Skydive for the charity Diabetes
UK. Alex has been a Type 1 Diabetic since
the age of twelve, and it was his idea to try
and raise as much money as possible for
this organisation which is involved in
funding research into the eradication of the
condition, raising awareness and helping
those who suffer with Diabetes.

We drove from Portsmouth to Swindon,
leaving at the crack of dawn, having been
told to arrive at the airfield by 9.00, which
would enable our quick departure. Well,
arrive at 9.05 we did, but we didn’t get in
the air until Lpm! It was a scorching hot day,
and the bacon roll van did quite well out of
us as the morning progressed... We spent a
couple of hours being taught how to jump
out of the plane (not as obvious as it
sounds!) and then how to land (to avoid
broken legs and ankles), before we were
finally shown over to a biplane by two
members of the Parachute Regiment,
including one soldier from the elite
Pathfinder Platoon. We were diving with the
pros!

It was a beautifully clear day, and as we
began the ascent, the countryside below us
seemed to unfold as the cows on the
farmland became no bigger to our eyes
than legoland figures. When we eventually
reached 10,000 feet, the crew explained
that we couldn’t go much higher as RAF
Brize Norton had just been put on Alert, and
therefore needed the upper level of the
canopy to fly in and out at speed. So, a few
minutes later, they flung open the side door
of the plane as the cold air rushed in. This
was the only moment when the whole thing
began to seem a bit bonkers — there | was,
almost three miles above the earth,
strapped to a total stranger who said he
was a parachuter, who said that | was
attached to him, and who said that he had a
parachute in his backpack! But what if it all
went wrong?! | didn’'t know this man from
Adam! Seconds later, | was sitting on the
edge of the plane with my legs dangling
over the side waiting for the word from an
instructor. And then it all happened very
quickly — suddenly | was falling through the
clouds at 120mph in a part of creation really
only intended for birds! The adrenaline rush
was massive. After about 20 seconds, the
parachute opened and we began a more
leisurely descent of about 8 minutes, flying
around from time to time using the
handlebars attached to the parachute.




It was an amazing experience, and the
landing was relatively smooth. It also
enabled me to fulfil the dream | always
had as a boy of being James Bond,
landing from a parachute at speed, and
declaring to the onlookers, “I'm
dreadfully sorry. Am | late?”

| want to thank those of you from all three
churches who so generously sponsored
me. I've been quite overwhelmed by your
support and interest, and in total | have
collected over £750 so far. Very many
thanks for your kindness. Father Bob will be
delighted to hear that even with my
directional skills, we finally ended up in the
right field!

What you should know about
DIABETES

Diabetes is a relatively common condition,
with around 2.2 million people in the UK
affected by one of the two kinds: about
250,000 have Type 1, which has to be
controlled by insulin injections, while no
fewer than 1.9 million suffer from Type 2.
Doctors estimate that another 750,000
cases of Type 2 are as yet undiagnosed.

Type 1 develops when the insulin-producing
cells in the pancreas have been destroyed.
Nobody knows for sure why this happens
but the most likely cause is an abnormal
reaction of the body to the cells. This may
be triggered by a viral or other infection.
Treatment is by insulin injections and diet.
This type usually appears before the age of
40.

Type 2 diabetes, the most common kind,
occurs when the body can still make some
insulin, but not enough, or when the insulin
that is produced does not work properly.
Treatment is by lifestyle changes, such as
healthier diet, weight loss and increased
physical activity. Some tablets may be
necessary. Type 2 usually comes on after
40, but may start earlier in people from

certain ethnic groups. It has been found in
children, some as young as seven.

It isn’'t true that people with diabetes can’t
play sport. Steve Redgrave, the Olympic
gold-medal rower, and Gary Mabbutt,
former captain of Tottenham Hotspur, have
diabetes.

The signs and symptoms of diabetes
include increased thirst, peeing very
frequently, extreme tiredness and blurred
vision. Other things can cause these
symptoms, so don’t panic if you have them
— but it would be sensible to ask your GP
for a diabetes test. Early treatment reduces
the chances of developing serious
conditions later on.
