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WHO ARE DEACONS  
AND WHAT DO THEY DO?! 

 
This is something I have been working with 
during and before my training in many 
ways. One of these has been reflecting 
upon this amazing vocation - which it is - in 
that it has taken me into many situations, 
places and among different people, 
sometimes on my own, and also with 
companions, including our wonderful 
ministry team. 
 
Coming to the end of my training, I should 
then have some answers for you on what a 
Deacon is - but I think I have more 
questions rather than hard and fast 
answers! But here are a few ideas which I 
hope may explain a little of the ministry and 
person of the Deacon. 
 
The Deacons who have inspired me in the 
New Testament and in the early church 
were mostly martyred - not a good start! 
Stephen the Deacon, Saint Laurence in 
Rome and Philip who met the Ethiopian 
Eunuch in the Acts of the Apostles. All three 
were also gifted evangelists. Among the 
women Deacons whom Saint Paul writes 
about is Phoebe whom he sends to visit 
and encourage a small Christian community 
in Rome. For the Roman Catholics Our 
Lady Mary is also an example of a deacon 
in her faith, obedience and service of God 
as expressed in her words: ‘behold I am the 
servant of the Lord.’ Picking up on this 
image of the servant we find in the beautiful 
Icons of the Orthodox Church that Mary is 
also depicted pointing away from herself to 
the figure of Christ, encouraging us to 
worship and serve Him. 
 

Today there are about 70 distinctive 
deacons in the Church of England all 
ministering in a variety of places and 
circumstances, often hidden but none the 
less remarkable in their effect upon people 
and situations. 
 
In Finland during my placement from 
theological college, I met a number of the 
Lutheran deacons who also had the 
characteristic mark of the servanthood of 
Christ in their faith and discipleship, but 
each one involved in different ministries. 
Some were working with asylum seekers in 
their parishes, others working with the 
elderly and Russian immigrants, some were 
involved in prison ministry, one deacon was 
campaigning for the civil rights of the 
unemployed and homeless and one deacon 
was working with the trade unions and 
factory workers. Initially I thought that only 
the deacons were involved in this ministry in 
Finland, but they were beginning to 
encourage and enable their congregations 
to be involved in a number of practical ways 
by direct action in leading groups, visiting, 
supporting each other and by prayer. They 
were so inspiring in their courage and 
vision, they affirmed me in my vocation in 
that we recognised something of ‘what we 
were about’ in each other and something of 
the Person whom we felt called to serve, 
Christ -  together with His mark upon our 
lives and faith. 
 
Christ is the Deacon of God- the One sent 
by God who came to serve not to be 
served. What does this servanthood mean 
and what is involved? 
 
We can find clues in Christ’s ministry - He 
was among and with His people, the 
outcasts, women, children, the sick, the rich 
and powerful. He offers them and us life, a 
way of being, to find their fulfilment, 
restored, redeemed and loved. His peace – 
shalom - the peace He offers to us of being 
held in His life. Therefore when we serve 
Christ our discipleship will bear His marks 
upon us, so it may often surprise us that we 
are led into places and among people and 
called to respond in unexpected ways. 
Christ’s servanthood is never passive or

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servile, we are not called to be doormats; 
rather His servanthood is active and often 
sacrificial and transformative of ourselves 
and others. All of us by our own baptism 
are called to show this diaconal 
discipleship of Christ to the world. This 
means the diaconate is lived out by 
priests, deacons, bishops and readers 
and all the people of God, so all of us 
have a little of the deacon within us! 
 
Deacons themselves are representatives of 
Christ the Deacon, Christ the servant, 
ambassador and prophet, so by their 
distinct ministry as the symbol of the 
servanthood of the Church they 
demonstrate, encourage and enable us to 
live out our servant spirituality and 
discipleship through our faith, worship and 
actions. By their ministry of being with and 
alongside people, deacons make God’s 
love visible in the forgotten corners of the 
world. They also enable us and lead us in 
this service by prayer and practical action. 
For many deacons this finds an important 
expression in the liturgy of the Eucharist. 
Next time you see Deacon Ken in the 
Eucharist watch him closely! You will see 
that in his role and presence as the deacon, 
he encourages us to worship, to confession, 
gathers up the prayers of the people, reads 
the Gospel amongst us, assists the Priest at 
the Altar and sends us out to our diaconal 
and priestly work in the world. But the 
liturgical role of the Priest and Deacon is 
really only one aspect of their ministry ,as 
they are also concerned and focussed on 
the community, with people and situations 
on the edges, at the margins. 
 
I can see how deacons working with others 
are also go-betweens, agents of change 
and servants and that we all share in this 
wonderful vocation, though we may not 
recognise it in ourselves because it comes 
naturally to us being Christians, we try to 
care for others as we live out our faith in the 
world, often in many different ways. An 
example being of how many people gave of 
their time and offered hospitality to the 
visitors at the May Fayre, as members of 
the PCC and DCC, the TLC, Women’s 
fellowship, the pantomime, welcoming 

people to our services, our youth leaders 
and Sunday school - the list is endless! 
 
One deacon told me that the being of a 
deacon doesn’t change but the doing does. 
In other words if one has an open heart to 
the love of God and His action in us and 
with us, we are set free to serve His people 
in abundant and varied ways. 
 
I hope that as a deacon and a member of 
the ministry team in our parish I can help 
and support you in your faith and 
discipleship in the world and in offering it to 
Christ in our worship. There will be three 
deacons in our parish, Deacon Ken, our 
Curate Jamie and myself, so if you would 
like to know more about deacons or have 
any other questions please do ask us and 
keep us on our toes!

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Vocation  
and the Christian Life 

 
As he prepares to come to the 
Parish, Jamie Hawkey writes  

about vocation 
 
Father Bob has asked me to write about the 
theme of “vocation” – something I’ve been 
thinking about a lot recently on the run-up to 
ordination! And the first thing to say is that I 
am really excited about coming to Portsea 
and getting to know you all. I know that lots 
of you ave been concerned with discerning 
the vocation of Saint Mary’s, Saint Faith’s 
and Wilfrid’s for many years, and I am 
eager to learn about this and to share in it. 
 
We tend to use the word “vocation” when 
we’re talking about priests or deacons, or 
perhaps monks and nuns. What we often 
forget is that all Christians have a ‘vocation’, 
which is as fundamental to who we are as 
our DNA. At baptism, we are signed with 
the sign of the Cross – literally marked out 
for Christ. We are somehow grafted into the 
life of the Church, which we refer to 
somewhat shockingly as his body. We are 
given a new identity in Christ, and called 
into deep relationship with him. This is the 
primary vocation of all Christians – to be for, 
with and in Christ, and to live for what he 
lives for. To exist for him, and to share in 
his mission by sharing the values of the 
Kingdom of God. But what about more 
particular vocations? 
 
My own story is a strange one. I don’t come 
from a particularly Christian, still less 
churchy, family. But from when I was a very 
young child, I felt a growing awareness of 
God’s presence, accompanied by a deep 
desire growing within me to find out what 
this was all about. The way I’ve tried to 
describe this to other friends and family is 
that it was a bit like walking into a kitchen 
when you recognise a smell, but you can’t 
quite place it. You don’t quite remember or 
immediately recognise what the smell is, 
although it’s as familiar and powerful as the 

nicest smell of your childhood. That was 
what the process of discerning a vocation to 
the priesthood was like for me. Making 
sense of the smell which became more 
complex, more beautiful and more exciting. 
 
Over my teenage years, as I grew up, I felt 
drawn to the Eucharist again and again. 
Sure, music and liturgy interested me – I 
loved their beauty and dignity, colour and 
variety – but there was something much 
deeper than all that. There was a 
magnetism within the Eucharist, a sense of 
being drawn more and more into what I 
increasingly believed was the love of God. 
 
Most people who have a vocation to 
ordained ministry have particularly 
important stories which, for whatever 
reason, mark particular moments in their 
discernment of vocation. Throughout my 
teenage years, and into my early twenties, 
two passages of scripture particularly 
resonated with me. The first was the call of 
Isaiah (Isaiah 6), when the voice of the Lord 
asks “Who shall I send, and who will go for 
us?” Isaiah recognises his own inadequacy 
having glimpsed something of the glory of 
the Lord. He comments that the “hem of 
[the Lord’s robe] filled the temple” – just the 
hem! The fulness of the Lord’s glory was 
too awesome for him to comprehend. But 
one of the seraphs commissions him on 
behalf of this same Lord. This gives Isaiah 
the courage to tentatively respond to the 
Lord’s question of “Whom shall I send?” He 
has the courage to say, “Here am I; Send 
me.” In order to pursue our vocation as 
Christians, God waits for our “yes” to him 
and to his promises.   
 
The other passage from the Bible that had 
the most effect on me was from the very 
end of Saint John’s Gospel (John 21: 15-
19). For a long time, it seemed that this 
story was following me around! It came up 
very frequently in my own bible reading, 
and eventually was the Gospel on the first 
day of my Selection Conference! The Risen 
Jesus asks Peter the “jackpot question.” He 
says, “Do you love me more than these?” 
What does he mean? He might mean, “do 
you love me more than these other 
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disciples love me?” Or, “do you love me 
more than you love them?” Peter, after all, 
was the one who had denied Jesus three 
times before the cock crew. But maybe 
Jesus also means, do you love me more 
than “all this”, as he gestured around. Peter 
had just been fishing: in other words, he 
had been doing precisely what he used to 
do before he met Jesus. Does Peter love 
Jesus more than his fishing boats? More 
than his comfortable life with his friends, 
doing the job he’s been used to? Is he 
prepared to step outside his comfort-zone? 
“Do you love me, Peter?” I pondered this 
question time and time again. If we want to 
follow Jesus, we need to learn to love him 
more and more; we need to allow ourselves 
to fall in love with him, so that this love 
influences everything we are and do. Jesus 
asks Peter three times: in other words he 
doesn’t stop asking him. This is a question 
that Jesus asks all of us. Yes, during the 
“easy” times: at baptism, confirmation, 
every time we come to the Eucharist. But 
also the times when it’s desperately difficult: 
when we feel down about our faith, even 
when we have doubts and worries, when 
we’re shackled with illness or frustration 
and anger at the world, other people or 
God. Then, let’s try to pray, “Lord, I want to 
love you; I want to love you more than 
everything that I do or have.” Then, we 
might hear him say again to us, “Follow 
me.”  
 
Isaiah and Peter show us something 
radically human about Christian vocation. 
Both figures are all too aware of their own 
unworthiness – Isaiah is a “man of unclean 
lips”, whilst John shows Peter having to 
answer these questions over a charcoal 
fire. It was around such a fire that he 
betrayed Jesus, and we all know how 
powerful smell can be, in reminding us of 
highly charged emotional occasions. Jesus 
doesn’t avoid the awkward questions or 
scenarios, because there is simply nothing 
that we can ever do or be which will stop 
God loving us. Nothing can stop God’s call 
for us to be more fully in relationship with 
him – to be in Christ, as Saint Paul puts it. 
Paul writes in Romans 8, “Neither death nor 
life, nor angels, nor principalities, nor things 

present, nor things to come, nor powers, 
nor height, nor depth, nor anything else in 
all creation, will be able to separate us from 
the love of God in Christ Jesus our Lord.” 
Think about it. And then think about your 
vocation as a Christian.

Father Tony Hickey writes a 
personal recollection about Rene 

Andrew and Pam Sloman,  
who died recently 

 
It has interested me to recall that Rene 
Andrew and Pam Sloman became active 
members of the Church in the same 
manner: a fact which they would often 
recall. 
 
They both had two sons who were in the 
Choir at Saint Boniface’s Mission. Rene’s 
sons, Brian and Michael, and Pam’s sons, 
Peter and Andrew, were really responsible 
for their parents becoming members of 
Saint Boniface’s congregation. 
 
I prepared Harold and Rene Andrew for 
Confirmation, and with Pam and Frank 
Sloman they soon became active members 
of the Church. I still possess photographs of 
Frank in some of the dramatic 
performances that were a feature of Saint 
Boniface’s Mission. 
 
Sadly, Brian Andrew and Peter Sloman 
have died in recent years, and this sorrow, 
which Rene and Pam both experienced, 
was faced with confident Christian faith and 
they were greatly helped through the 
fellowship of the Church. 
 
I was pleased that Maureen, Brian’s wife, 
and Rene asked me to give the address at 
Brian’s funeral at Christ Church, Portsdown, 
for I had prepared Brian and Maureen for 
Confirmation and had officiated at their 
wedding at Saint Mary’s. It was an added 
grief for Rene that Maureen died a few 
years after Brian. 
 
Rene and Pam served the Church faithfully 
in a variety of ways. Pam will be 
remembered amongst other things for her 
lively and successful leadership of the Eight 
O’Clock Club and the Lunch Club. Rene, 
although in her nineties, until her last illness 
was at the Charity Lunches receiving 
money and distributing raffle tickets, usually 
accompanied by her wonderful laugh. 
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I have sometimes said that Saint 
Boniface’s congregation were, in the 
words of the Epistle of Saint James 
“doers of the word and not hearers 
only”. Rene and Pam were wonderful 
examples of these words. There are still 
a few of the old Saint Boniface 
congregation doing valuable work for 
the Church at Saint Mary’s and Saint 
Faith’s. 
 
I recall this not so much with a sense of 
parental pride, but in gratitude for having 
shared the early days of my ministry with 
those who were such splendid “Doers of the 
Word”. 
 
 
 

Visit to Exbury Gardens 
12th May 2007 

 
We set off on a gloomy day, hoping that the 
rain would hold off. Less than an hour later we 
arrived at Exbury Gardens, the home of 
Leopold Rothschild. Still no rain, but quite 
windy. Quite a few of us made straight for the 
steam railway, for a trip around the northern 
part of the gardens (a wise mover, as it was 
quite busy later!). Various types of garden 
have been created along the line to 
complement the main garden. A “fiery” garden 
(red and orange plants), “cool” garden (purple 
and silver plants), an apple orchard and 
Summer Lane Pond (rushes and water lilies). 
There were also metal and moss figures – a 
stainless steel crocodile, a pair of moss deer, a 
squirrel eating a pine cone. And did many of 
you spot mossy “Nessie” in North Lake? 
 
The main gardens are devoted to the 
Rothschild collection of Rhodedendron, 
Azaleas and Camellias. The first few bushes 
looked much damaged by the wind and the 
rain. Then, as one moved into the more 
sheltered part of the woodland, the flowers 
really came in to their own. Everywhere was a 
riotous mass of colour – and so many varieties 
– it really was so beautiful.  
 
I was glad of the tea-break in the Sundial 
Garden. Then on to the far reaches of the View 
Point and Arromanches Plaque. The plaque 

was brought back from Arromanches (Gold 
Beach of World War II) when the French 
monument was being renewed. Exbury was 
HMS Mastodon in the War, and the Beaulieu 
River a main departure point for the D Day 
Landings. 
 
Moving on through the new Camellia Walk and 
Maple Walk, passing Mrs Lionel’s Seat to 
Exbury House and the Herbaceous and 
Grasses Garden. Another break to see the Art 
Exhibition, mostly of flowers and plants. 
 
The whole of the gardens cover some 25 
acres, which I can quite believe. I reckon I 
covered most of it. Certainly my arthritic hips 
were telling me that on the following day! 
 
Oh – and weren’t we lucky, it didn’t rain!!

I ended my last ‘Saint Faith’s News’ 
mentioning matters of insurance.  I had the 
theft of copper from the church roof in mind, 
and since then we have had more trouble, 
and more copper damaged or taken. We 
are certainly not alone in this, since a 
number of local schools have been targeted 
for their lead, and the Ecclesiastical 
Insurance Group have had claims from a 
record number of churches, as reported in 
the national press. Andrew Dawson, who is 
the EIG consultant in this area, has 
suggested in a report several steps we can 
take in terms of crime prevention, and we 
are having some of those costed to see 
which are the most feasible. The most 
important thing is not to let it get to us or to 
discourage us from the primary work of 
Saint Faith’s, which is to witness to the love 
of God and to serve the local community in 
his name. These setbacks do happen, and 
it is very infuriating when they do, but we 
have to keep a sense of perspective. 
 
The May Fayre in full will be reported on 
elsewhere in this magazine, but Saint 
Faith’s corner of the ‘fairground’ had its own 
newsworthiness!  We were a windswept but 
determined bunch, even to the extent of re-
pitching the children’s tombola three times 
to get the right spot for avoiding the gusts 
but attracting the punters. We had to 
abandon some of the games because of the 
wind, but the other stalls did really well, and 
we managed to improve on last year’s total, 
which was fantastic. It was also really good 
to make contact with so many people, and 
to be part of such a real community event. 
Huge thanks go to everyone who worked so  
 

 
hard both in terms of preparation and on the 
day. 
 
One abiding memory of the May Fayre will 
be the sight of Jackie Lee, huddled rather 
into her coat, and not looking really at all 
well, but absolutely determined to carry out 
her plan for the ‘egg game’ as her 
contribution to the day’s fundraising. It was 
only the following weekend, having enjoyed 
a day out on the Friday, that she died very 
suddenly at home, leaving her family and all 
her friends at Saint Faith’s and beyond, 
feeling very bereft and very shocked.  She 
was a good friend to many, with a generous 
heart, and she will be much missed.  The 
funeral, to be held at Saint Faith’s, will have 
taken place by the time this magazine is 
published, but a horse-drawn hearse is 
planned, which I can imagine she would 
really love.
