It does rather dominate
the month of May and this year was no
different. The facts and figures are
overwhelming — despite the poor weather at
the start of the day. Although as Father Bob




said ‘at least it means they won’t want to go
out anywhere else for the day"

After a slow start, we welcomed again
around 10,000 people to the site and many
stalls reported an increase in takings over
previous years. A constant stream of people
climbed the Tower. Another constant
stream journeyed to the Beer Tent — and
our thanks go to Chris Bleech and his team
for all they do for us in running it. The day
was marked by a warmth of atmosphere
among the helpers and many visitors spoke
of the good feel to the event. Over 100
helpers from the Church carried out a
variety of tasks from moving furniture to
parking cars; from shaking buckets to
guarding bouncy castles. The age range of
helpers was also widespread and the
creativity of the young team doing face
paintings was well rewarded. The other
feature was the number of conversations
held with Father David as he sat at the foot
of the Tower and the Sisters of Bethany and
with other members of the ministry team
and church members. The building of
relationships and friendships is an important
part of the Fayre and justifies the huge
effort put in by so many. As the Lord Mayor
wrote afterwards ‘It is good to see this
community event continuing to be such a
success'.

Oh yes, and | suppose you will want to
know how much we raised ... well it is still
drifting in (and out) but the final figure looks
close to £9,000 for Saint Mary’s — which,
considering the weather, is a very good
figure.

Jesus continues to call us all into a life of
relationship with him. And it begins in the
fact that we are called to live full, whole
lives, which are charged with the glory of
God’s Kingdom. That's where we start from.
We are called to nothing less than that. But
we need to respond, in our own private
prayer lives; in having the courage to ask all
the awkward questions; in playing our part
in the life of Christ’s body, the Church. What
is it that makes us even the least bit
interested in all this? Whatever it is, that is a
sign that God is calling us further into the
depths of his love, and it is a sign that we
are prepared to consider that life centred on
Jesus is really life lived to the full.

One of the rumours which our society is
increasingly willing to believe is that being a
Christian imprisons you, that it leads to a
boring life, unfulfiled and “hemmed in.”
Frankly, the Church often colludes in this
rumour, being obsessed as we so often are
by internal struggles and just responding
defensively and negatively to big cultural
guestions. The Christian notion of vocation
— life lived in relationship with God — tells
another, truer story. Jesus takes away
nothing; he gives us everything. The
Christian vocation is simply and radically life
infused with the love of Christ and the joy of
the Holy Spirit. Life in Christ constantly
opens new possibilities, new joys, new
hopes. That doesn'’t totally solve our very
real fears, doubts and worries. And it
certainly isn't a quick-fix therapy-religion.
But it does put things into perspective.
Taking time to discern God’s will for our
lives is exciting, and exhilarating. But it is
also life-changing.

Favourite prayers are as important as
favourite bits of scripture. One of mine is
this verse from Wesley’'s hymn “O Thou
who camest from above.” | prayed this at
least once every time | went to Mass for
about ten years. In fact, | still do. It's one of

those prayers which is fresh on my lips
when other words seem inadequate,

Jesus, confirm my heart’s desire

To work and speak and think for thee.
Still let me guard the Holy Fire,

And still stir up thy gift in me.

Take a moment to consider which bits of
scripture really “resonate” with you, and
why that might be. Perhaps take some time
to be quiet and “chew over” those passages
in your prayer time or quiet time. And ask
the question, “Lord, how can | best serve
you? What is it that makes me fully alive?”
We were made for love and for life — and for
both of these in God. The great Christian
thinker St Augustine of Hippo wrote in a
famous prayer, “Everlasting God, in whom
we live and move and have our being... our
hearts are restless until they find their rest
in you.”

Please pray for me, and | promise to
pray for you all, as together we pay
attention to the Lord who meets us in
the scriptures, in the Eucharist, in our
praying and in each other. Discerning
our vocations means learning how to
find our heart’s “rest” and refreshment
in God, and in doing so, glimpse
something of the transforming life of the
Kingdom of God.

Saint Faith’s, like all churches, stands as a
witness to the presence of God in the
locality where the church is set. However
we have realised since the re-ordering of
the building that not everyone in the locality
knows Saint Faith’s is a church, and not
everyone knows the building’s name -
particularly postal staff new to the area, who
have been known to abandon the search for
our letterbox and take mail back to the
sorting office, where months later it gets
returned to sender. This, we hope, will
never happen again now that we have our
very handsome external notice-boards,
which make it very clear that this is Saint
Faith’s Church and, conveyed through the
careful use of the right logos, that we
belong to the Church of England, the
Diocese of Portsmouth, and the Parish of
Saint Mary’s.

Our thanks go to the local
community board (Heartlands Voice) for
responding favourably to our bid for the
costs to come from the community fund.

Since writing the last newsletter | have been
on a very interesting visit with Irene James
to the city of Turku in Finland, for the
weekend of the ‘Church Days’, a gathering
or festival of the Lutheran Church that takes
place every second year in different cities of
Finland. We were the guests of Saint

Catherine’s  Parish in  Turku, were
wonderfully looked after, and met so many
people - | am sure a more detailed account
of our stay will work its way into these
pages at some point. Our chief guide was
Hannele Lund, the deacon who, on the visit
Saint Catherine’s made to our parish, came
to the Sunday Eucharist at Saint Faith’s. It
