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Some of you already know the drama that
occurred at the Vicarage just before we set
off on our holidays. In the midst of another
heavy downpour of rain — at lunchtime on
July 20™ — the Mulberry Tree crashed to the
ground. Fortunately, due to the rain, no-one
was in the garden, and helpfully the tree fell
into an open space causing no damage to
any other trees, plants or fences. Some
people asked if we were sad at its demise.
We will miss the beauty of the bark in the
winter months, but we will not miss the fruits
falling and staining everything they touch,
and we have gained a significant increase
of light into the house and a feeling of
space in the garden. Its passing brings to
an end a significant and dominant feature of
life at the Vicarage — not just for us but for
our predecessors and many visitors.

The strange thing was that the tree was
outwardly thriving — full of leaf and fruit. But
the fall revealed the state of the roots —
rotting and fragile. In fact it appears as if the
main root had snapped some time ago and
the weight of the fruit, leaves and rain was
the final ‘straw’. This is a helpful image to
have in our mind as we approach Harvest
(Sept 30™) this year.

As has become our custom, we are using
our Harvest celebrations to think about how
we use God’s gifts — including life itself. In
particular this year we are thinking about
how we live in faith — serving God in our
lives. To enable us to do this requires us to
look at ourselves and the depth of our faith
— is outwardly all well and flourishing, but
our roots are shallow and weak? Do we
give enough time and attention to our faith
and nurture it and feed it so that it can be
the root that enables us to grow?




| hope that each of us will find time to think
about our faith and how we express it in our
lives over the coming month, perhaps we
can use the Saturday morning (September
29™) ‘Living in Faith’ event to help us. Then,
when we come to thank God for all his good
gifts, we can make our response to Him not
only outwardly with our harvest gifts, but
also inwardly in our lives of service and
faith.

As part of our ‘fundraising drive’,
these events each raised around £150 —
our thanks to all who helped and provided
produce, to Jilly for ‘overseeing it'" and to
Victory Brass and Portsmouth City Band for
their music.

The beginning of July saw us welcoming
Father Jamie and Deacon Emma, and it
has been great getting to know them and
share in their ministry. The welcome service
on the Sunday afternoon was a celebration
of the ‘Diaconate’ and a chance for us all to
think about our own ministry of service.
Both of the newly ordained were much in
evidence at the Skittles Night — a somewhat
cooler evening than usual, but this did not
dampen the temperature of the competition.

Over 60 people from all 3 Churches sought
to master the art — or is it just luck? — and
join the annual challenge of ‘Beat the Vicar'.

Four Days in Finland
Mother Charlotte and Irene James went to
Finland earlier this summer as guests of our
twin parish of Saint Catherine’s in Turku.

Turku is a port, like Portsmouth. Saint
Katherine’s has a medieval parish church
and two smaller churches in its parish.

When | said to Martti, the vicar of Saint
Katherine’s Parish in Turku, that it had been
the best Pentecost | had ever had, he was
surprised and delighted. It was true — it was
because we celebrated Pentecost as part of
an international gathering that | realised
more fully what it was all about.

In Turku that weekend, it was the ‘Church
Days’ of the Finnish Lutheran Church and
two people had been invited over by our
twin parish as their guests for the event.
Mother Charlotte and | arrived on the Friday
afternoon. We joined many from all over
Finland and from other parts of the
world..... all speaking a variety of
languages. Throughout the weekend it was

evident that everyone was listening
carefully and taking care to try to
understand one another. On more than one
occasion, translations from Spanish to
Finnish to English were being given to
make sure that we were included and knew
what was being said. There was an
atmosphere of friendship and a sense of
community, of the connections we have
with one another wherever we come from
and whatever our experiences. It was a
fascinating and humbling experience and |
learned a great deal.

It was an exhilarating time — not a minute
was wasted! Mother Charlotte and | were
busy from morning until late at night; such
was the welcome and hospitality from our
friends at Saint Catherine’s parish. There
was a whole series of events for the Church
Days, many at the main stage, in a beautiful
setting in front of the majestic cathedral,
with the river running alongside. These
included talks, music and services — one of
these was led by two of the Brothers from
the Taiz community in France. We
recognised the chants and joined in with
them in Finnish! Later in the weekend we
were fortunate to meet Brother Bruno with
the young people of the parish who had
gone to Taiz earlier in the year.

As well as joining in with the Church Days,
we were also taken round the parish and
beyond, including a visit to the camp for
confirmation candidates in the countryside
outside the city. We were introduced to
many of the staff and to members of the
Parish Council. The parish has a huge paid
staff of approximately 29 people! This
includes 9 pastors, deacons, youth workers
etc. It is very different from the Church of
England. A church tax in Finland means
that the Lutheran church is well funded. The
facilities in each of the three churches in the
parish are amazing! We lost count of the
number of ‘state of the art’ kitchens that we
saw. The church and state seem to work
closely together: for example, one of the
deacons we met was carrying out a role
similar to that of a social worker in this
country.

We were also included in some important
events. On the first evening there we were
invited to a reception in Turku Castle, a
magnificent building down by the port — we
went there following a reception held by the
parish and went on to visit the late night
youth café in the city! After church on
Sunday we went to another reception, this
time given by the Archbishop in his palace.
Mother Charlotte gave him a book which
was a gift from Bishop Kenneth.

Sirpa - many of you met her when she
came here last year with Martti and
Hannele - organised a service with an

international flavour at Saint Catherine’s
parish church on the Sunday morning. You
would all have recognised the framework of
the Eucharist and some of the hymns as
well. Both Mother Charlotte and | took part
as did the three visitors from El Salvador,
one of whom was the Lutheran Bishop. At
the end of the service Mother Charlotte
presented the parish with a gift from our
parish. It was a beautiful picture showing
the symbols from each of our three
churches.

During the weekend Hannele, Mother
Charlotte and | took part in a workshop. It
was led by Christian, from El Salvador. He
was teaching us how to make our own
painted crosses - these are brightly
coloured and painted with symbols of
everyday things e.g. animals, flowers, trees
etc. Mother Charlotte’s was very artistic —
mine looked much better once it had been
lacquered!

Both Hannele and Sirpa had taken careful
note of all the things that Emma had
enjoyed during her placement in Turku last
year! We were taken to a lovely restaurant
on a boat and, of course, managed a very
short visit to the shops!

The visit was a tremendous experience. |
enjoyed it immensely and would love to go
back again! Turku is an elegant city and the

A Golden Jubilee

Father Tony Hickey writes about a former
curate of Saint Mary’s

There cannot be many people in the parish
who can remember Father David Campbell,
who was an Assistant Curate at Saint
Mary’s from 1940 -1945.

On 28" June this year a Eucharist took
place in Saint John’s Church, Oxford, to
give thanks for David’'s sixty-five years in
the priesthood, and fifty years as a member
of the religious order, the Society of Saint
John the Evangelist.

David was born in 1915, and he was
educated at Winchester College and Exeter
College, Oxford and was trained for the
priesthood at Wells Theological College.

| came to know David through a friendship
with Philip Grubb, who was then Senior
Curate at Saint Mary’s. At that time | was a
young soldier stationed at Fort Purbrook in
the early days of World War Il. In 1940
David was one of the six remaining
assistant curates in the parish and he was
living in the Clergy House, which was soon
to be taken over by RAF Personnel to
manage a barrage balloon. The clergy had
to find accommodation in the parish.

It was typical of David that he chose to live
in the small priest’'s vestry at Saint Mary’s
Mission, where he was the much loved
Priest in Charge. The vestry contained a
camp bed and a few items of furniture and
the only decoration was a framed
photograph of King George VI. David’s
accommodation must have been a great
contrast to his mother's home in a grace
and favour residence in Hampton Court
Palace!

A memory | have of David is leaving Saint
Mary’s Mission after a Sunday Evensong.
David was wearing a cassock and | was in
uniform, and David was gaily swinging his
sponge bag as he made his way to a
parishioner’s house to have a bath.

Father David left Portsea in 1945 and
became a naval chaplain. In 1951 he
became vicar of a then new housing estate
in Isleworth. In 1954 Father David went to
test his vocation with the Society of Saint
John the Evangelist (S.S.J.E.), reputedly a
very strict religious order for men. The
Society is known as the Cowley Fathers for
their Mother House was at Cowley, on the
outskirts of Oxford.

Three years later David was professed as a
member of S.S.J.E. He invited me to stay at
Cowley for a few days and to share in this
impressive service. So began fifty years of
service for Father David with S.S.J.E. The
disciplined life of the Society is based on

prayer, worship and study, yet the Society’s
outreach is considerable. It has worked in
India and its work is flourishing in the USA.
In Britain the Cowley Fathers have made an
impact through their preaching and teaching
and in their writings. They have regularly
conducted parish missions and retreats.
They are the Confessors and give spiritual
advice to countless men and women,
including a great number of priests. A
particular ministry of S.S.J.E. is with priests
who have suffered some form of
breakdown. Support and shelter is given to
some of the most vulnerable in our society.

In 1976 Father David became Superior of
S.S.J.E. and held this influential position
until 1991. Sadly, and in common with
many other religious communities, the
membership of S.S.J.E. has declined. The
house in Cowley was given up and their
work is now centred at their London house
close to Westminster Abbey.

During the past few years David’'s health
has declined and he is now being cared for
at Saint John’s House in Oxford. He has
always retained a love for Saint Mary’s

where he began his priestly pilgrimage.
During the time that Father Michael
Brotherton was Vicar, David returned from
time to time and preached on occasions.
His last visit was at the Institution and
Induction of Father Robert Wright as Vicar.

Many gave thanks for David’s ministry last
June and we are grateful for his example of
holiness, his joy and serenity, his wisdom
and sanctified common sense, his humility
and friendship. Father David is one of the
oldest surviving former curates of Saint
Mary’'s. We thank God for his ministry and
pray for him and the S.S.J.E. that he has
served so faithfully for fifty years.

Many of you will have heard that Father
Tony has decided to move to Hindhead. We
send him our very best wishes, and are
grateful for all the contributions to the
magazine that he has made over the years.
