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I wonder if you have often had the 
experience that you keep talking and 
thinking about something which will happen 
at some point in the future, but there is no 
real sense or urgency; and then suddenly it 
happens and you are hit by the realisation 
that it is happening at breakneck speed! 
The best I can describe it as is feeling the 
gears crunch and change and suddenly you 
are travelling much faster. 
 
That’s what happened to me on October 
16th. We have been planning and talking 
about the Tower Project for over two years 
now, and the funds have been trickling in. It 
might happen one day and there were other 
things to get on with and do in the 
meantime. But on October 16th I sat at a 
meeting in which the architect and 
contractors were talking to me about dates 
and actions that will begin on November 5th 
(as auspicious date!) and last for over a 
year. We discussed scaffold towers that 
would dwarf the current tower; compounds 
for workmen, access for weddings and 
funerals, bells having to be silenced, stones 
to be cut, flints to be cleaned …. and so the 
list went on. I left the meeting reeling and 
suddenly aware of a number of things I had 
to do immediately. The gears had crunched 
and we were suddenly flying along at 
speed! The rest of this year and next looked 
very different … 
 
You will gather from this the good news is 
that we have now almost raised half the 
funds we need to restore the whole Tower 
and so have agreed with our funders to use 
what we have to address the most serious 
issues and the top of the Tower. As work 
progresses, we will keep you well informed

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and those of you in the city will see a 
change in our skyline for a few months. 
 
The important message we need to get 
over to people is that ‘life in the Church 
goes on ’ - the external works will have little 
impact on our worship week by week, our 
Christmas celebrations, our concerts and 
social events, nor on weddings and funerals 
in the Church. The main change will be that 
access will be pre-dominantly via the North 
Aisle door.  
 
It would be very easy for this project and 
the excitement of what will happen over the 
coming months to overtake us and focus 
our eyes on that and lose sight of other 
things. But we must not allow that to 
happen – we must remind ourselves that 
first and foremost we are called to be the 
people of God and that the building is but 
an expression of who and what we are – it 
should be us and our life together which 
shapes it and not the other way around. So 
I hope we will all make the effort to ensure 
that the worshipping life of the Church is 
sustained and deepened (even renovated!) 
over the coming months as the tower 
disappears for a while.

The Poppy Appeal 2007  
 
This year, more than 36 million poppies, 
107,000 wreaths and 800,000 
Remembrance Crosses and other 
Remembrance items will be distributed in 
the UK.  
 
It takes 300,000 staff and volunteers to 
make the Poppy Appeal work. That is an 
enormous countrywide network! But each 
year, the Poppy People numbers drop by 
thousands, as many of the older collectors 
retire. And so the Poppy Appeal is urgently 
seeking new volunteers who can give 
anything from two hours to two weeks of 
their time. Could you help?  
 

As for the Two Minute Silence, well, 85% of 
us still find it relevant today, according to a 
recent YouGov survey. The act of observing 
a Two Minute Silence began in 1919 
following the Armistice at 11am on the 11th 
November 1918 at the end of the First 
World War. 
 
Where did the idea of buying and wearing 
an artificial poppy as way of Remembrance 
come from? It began in Britain on 11th 
November 1921, and the idea was inspired 
by John McCrae's 1915 poem 'In Flanders' 
Fields'. The Appeal has grown since 1921 - 
last year it raised a record £26 million!

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The last month saw 2 major Parish events 
at Saint Mary’s – both of them connected to 
the Harvest Weekend. First of all on the 
Saturday we hosted ‘the Living in Faith 
workshops. Over 40 members of the 3 
Churches gathered to think about the 
various ministries we exercise in the Church 
and how these are reflected in our daily 
lives of faith. Canon David Isaac provided 
much food for thought and encouraged us 
to think about how creative we can all be 

and how, when we work together, we can 
produce amazing results with a few old bits 
and pieces! The morning celebrated the 
gifts we all have and offered them to God in 
His service and the service of others. It was 
an excellent time and our own ministry team 
were heavily involved in the various 
discussions and workshops. 
 
The next day, after the Harvest 
Celebrations in the morning, that same 
team showed their adaptability and 
versatility as they took part in the Harvest 
Supper. Over 100 people gathered in the 
Church for a supper provided with the usual 
efficiency and style by Jean and her team. 
The supper was followed by a range of 
entertainments from the Children’s Choir 
and the Parish Youth Choir to Bill & 
Vanessa playing their guitars and the 
Stoddart Family Ensemble. Deacon Ken 
and Revd Frances provided a humorous 
note – Frances continuing to develop her 
reputation as a stand up comic! The 
‘highlight of the evening (or the finale at 
least) was the ‘tribute’ to 100 years of Saint 
Wilf’s. This took the form of the 10 
members of the ministry team presenting a 
familiar song from a decade in suitable 
costume. Father Terry led the way with full 
moustache and outfit – and set a high 
standard. The appearance of Buddy 
Hetherington on Guitar was a show stopper 
and many wish to see a repeat 
performance! As we reached the more 
modern era the younger members of the 
audience became involved with Y M C A – 
as the slightly older backing group began to 
flag. Deacon Emma’s absence due to 
illness led to a stand in duo who crooned 
their way through the song she had chosen; 
while Father David was accused of cheating 
by his colleagues with the use of singing 
toys rather than doing anything himself. 
Father Jamie’s voice carried us through 
Robbie Williams – and the whole thing 
crashed around our ears with a Beatles 
medley led by the Vicar. It was a 
memorable tribute – and one everyone 
present enjoyed – ‘what next?’ was the 
question most were asking.

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Saint Wilfrid’s Centenary 
 
The present Saint Wilfrid’s Church was 
dedicated in December 1907, so this 
month let’s look back to the opening of 
the church one hundred years ago. In 
next month’s issue we will hear from 
some of the 2007 congregation and look 
forward to the future plans for Saint 
Wilfrid’s. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
The present Saint Wilfrid’s was built to 
replace the Tin Mission, which had been 
opened in 1901 to serve the people living in 
the new houses between New Road and 
Saint Mary’s Road. On New Year’s Day 
1901 the opening of the new mission 
church of Saint Wilfrid’s took place. The 
Vicar at the time commented that it was 
a brave beginning for the new century 
and wondered what Saint Wilfrid’s would 
be like if the world ever reached 2001 
A.D. 
 
In 1907 the buildings and halls were 
designed as a total church centre for both 
religious and secular use, a very advanced 
concept for the Edwardian era. The 
foundation stone was laid by the 
Honourable W F D Smith M.P., who was 
also a major benefactor. 
 
In 1907 the Parish Magazine noted that 
Saturday March 19th was chosen for the 
ceremony of laying the foundation stone “so 
as to allow the men of the congregation to 
attend the ceremony without losing work. 
Tickets of admission can now be obtained 
from the members of the Church 
Committee.”  
 
The building was completed just in time for 
the dedication in December 1907. In early 

1908 the Parish Magazine reported the 
events as follows: On Tuesday December 
17th the Bishop of Winchester dedicated the 
permanent buildings of Saint Wilfrid’s and 
the last of the daughter churches of Saint 
Mary’s Portsea came into being. The 
Dedication Service was held at 3 p.m.; the 
Church was filled with parishioners from all 
the several districts of the Parish and many 
subscribers and friends from a distance; 
and in the Chancel were gathered the 
clergy of the Parish; together with the 
incumbents of several of the churches of 
the Rural Deanery. The Mission was once 
more filled to overflowing at the evening 
service when the Bishop of Winchester 
again preached and subsequently he 
received the members of the Saint Wilfrid’s 
Council and of the various clubs and 
committees in the recreation room and 
committed to their charge the Mission 
buildings. 
 
The new Saint Wilfrid’s stands a solid brick 
and stone memorial of the growing life and 
increasing vigour of the church in this huge 
Parish. But we have the Bishop’s authority 
for claiming it as a lasting proof of more 
than this: Saint Wilfrid’s Mission is to be a 
witness to Portsmouth and to the Diocese 
that the work of the Church is not shut up to 
any limited area of service, but that it is to 
enter into and penetrate the whole life of the 
citizen, including the whole realm of social 
duty. Stone walls or brick do not make the 
church any more than iron girders did; the 
call still sounds, sounds even louder, to all 
those active churchmen who have done 
yeoman service in the past and many more, 
to claim each his own bit of the work – the 
privilege of bearing his own share in the 
greatest business of the world: our Father’s 
business. 
 
In the Parish Report in April 1908 Cyril 
Garbett (Saint Wilfrid’s first Priest in 
Charge) wrote: “After seven years in the 
small and hot iron church, it was nothing 
less than a revolution to move into a large 
and permanent building, which provides 
under one roof a home for every kind of 
religious, educational and social activity. 
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May it ever be the centre of a strong and 
vigorous church life!

The Feast of Saint Wilfrid also brought good 
news for Saint Wilfrid’s and SWISHERS for 
the third year running, we have won the 
Portsmouth in Bloom, Places of Worship 
category – this is in addition to the awards 
received in the Britain in Bloom 
Neighbourhood Awards!  So yet more 
congratulations and maybe time to think 
about how we can colourfully celebrate our 
centenary year next year!  
 
Chris Reeves has been in and out of 
hospital in the past month, thank you to 
those who have visited him during this time.  
Please continue to remember him in your 
prayers in what must be a frustrating time 
for him.  At the end of the month, it was a 
joy to welcome the family and friends of 
Teddy-Owen James George on the 
occasion of his baptism.   
 
As we move into the month of November, 
the church’s year moves into the time of 
remembering – remembering those who 

played a special part in our lives and all 
those have lost their lives in the service of 
their country.  The parish All Souls Requiem 
Mass is at Saint Mary’s on Friday 2nd 
November; a said Requiem Mass will be 
held at 7 p.m. at Saint Wilf’s on Wednesday 
7th November.  If you wish to have the 
name of a departed loved one remembered 
and prayed for at either service, please print 
the name on the list in coffee lounge.

The children learn so much through their 
participation in the gardening activities.  
They do not really see it as a competition 
and in some ways the fact they win a trophy 
is not very important to them. The most 
important thing for them is the process of 
growing and caring for the plants. They can 
usually tell visitors which plant they grew 
from seed and which one they watered!  
 
Not only have the children seen living things 
develop from tiny seeds into flowers or fruit 
and vegetables they have eaten at snack 
time, they have also found out about the 
importance of rain and sun.  
 
They each planted two sunflower seeds in 
milk bottles to take home and grow until 
they were big enough to transplant back 
into the gardens. Sadly, there was so much 
rain about that time, the seeds became 
waterlogged and did not grow.  
 
 

 

The children were disappointed but learned 
that the same sort of thing happens to the 
crops which are grown in other countries 
where they have really heavy rains so the 
children living there do not have much food 
to eat.
