The 
DCC will be meeting on February 16th to 
spend a morning considering the future 
direction of our building and works 
associated with it, as well as how we can 
develop and support our provision of music.

While much of the building work has been 
unseen, most of the activity in December at 
Saint Mary’s was very visible! The busiest 
Carol season for many years saw a 
constant changing of seating layout and a 
constant stream of visitors through the door.

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The Madding Crowd at 
Saint Wilfrid’s 

 

On Sunday 16th December Saint Wilfrid’s 
was full for an enjoyable and entertaining 
evening in the company of “The Madding 
Crowd”. This group researches and 
performs the church and secular music of 
the English village bands and choirs in the 
period 1660 to 1861. About thirty people 
took part, all dressed in costumes of the 
period of the late 19th Century – smocks, 
long dresses, breeches, neckerchiefs etc. 

During the concert we were told the history 
of some of the music used in church. The 
Puritans destroyed most organs in country 
churches, so after the Restoration of the 
Monarchy, instruments were brought in to 
lead the singing. Galleries were built at the 
west end of churches for the singers and 
players, who, besides leading the musical 
parts of the Sunday services, played for 
dancing at harvest-time and Christmas, led 
the Club Walk at Whitsun, and when 
invasion threatened led the militia on 
parade. 
�
The musical mainstays of church services 
were the metrical psalms, either the Old 
Version from 1562, or the New Version from 
1696. The New Version is represented in  

 
 

 
today's hymn books by only two survivors: 
Psalm 34 “Through all the changing scenes 
of life” and Psalm 42 “As pants the hart for 
cooling streams”. The Old Version is 
represented by the Old 100th (Psalm 100 in 
the Old Version) “All people that on earth do 
dwell”. Each church used its own favourite 
tunes for many psalms. Much of the music 
is quite unknown today, partly as a result of 
its deliberate suppression by the Oxford 
Movement during the middle of the 19th 
Century.  
 
It was interesting to hear about a Christmas 
carol we still sing today “While Shepherds 
Watch'd”. This is a paraphrase of Luke 2, 
which appeared in the Supplement to the 
New Version of the Metrical Psalms in 
about 1700. Metrical psalms were normally 
bound with the Book of Common Prayer, so 
these words had a special place in the 
churches, where carols were not normally 
sung. Each village had its own preferred 
tune for them, and the choir sang each of 
the six verses of the carol to a different 
tune, selected from over 150 known to have 
been used. We also heard the Sussex 
Carol, which was the Madding Crowd’s own 
arrangement of the well-known folk carol 
"On Christmas night all Christians sing" 
which we still know today.

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The audience was invited to join in with 
“Christians Awake, Salute the Happy Morn” 
and it was interesting to discover that the 
words were originally written by John Byrom 
(1691-1763) as a Christmas present for his 
daughter Dolly. Another carol we joined in 
with was the Dilly Carol which is a variant of 
“Green Grow the Rushes O”, collected in 
West Cornwall in about 1900.  
 
During the interval everyone enjoyed drinks 
and mince pies, and there was a chance to 
look more closely at all the Christmas Trees 
in Saint Wilfrid’s for their Christmas Tree 
Festival. 
 

The group also performed a Mummers 
Play, which originated from Tichborne. It 
was written down from memory by one of 
the players in the 1920s.  
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Mummers' Plays have been performed in 
this country for hundreds of years. They are 
folk dramas based on the legend of Saint 
George and were originally mime or dumb 
shows (Mummers comes from the Middle 
English word “mum”, meaning silent) where 
all the performers were disguised and 
known as 'Guisers'. All the characters were 
played by men who kept the same part for 
many years. Eventually, dialogue was 
added, but was passed on by word-of-
mouth. Consequently, the 'Chinese 
Whispers' effect over the centuries and the 
loss of the real significance of the original 
story, makes present day performances 
very entertaining but virtually meaningless 
to most audiences. 

The principal characters are Saint George, 
sometimes known as King George, Slasher, 
the Turkish Knight, the King of Egypt, the 
Doctor and several men-at-arms who 
challenge Saint George to a duel and are 
subsequently slain. The Doctor enters and 
demonstrates his skill by resuscitating the 
dead knights. Many historians believe that 
this drama is a celebration of the death of 
the year and its resurrection in the Spring.
