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Confirmation Preparation 2008 
 

As we prepare for this year’s Confirmation 
on May 18th with Bishop Kenneth, we’ve 
been exploring key themes of Christian 
belief and discipleship on Sunday mornings 
after Mass at Saint Mary’s. Confirmation is 
a very important sacrament of Christian 
initiation, as the candidates confirm the 
promises made on their behalf at their 
baptisms as their own, and as they receive 
the gift of the Holy Spirit as the Bishop lays 
hands upon them, and anoints them with 
holy oil. This year’s group has combined 
both adults and children, twelve people 
from across the parish: Celia, Leanne, 
Amanda, Louise, Daniel, Harry, Ulla, Sarah, 
Josh, Sam, Emma and Emilie. 
 
Our discussions have largely been 
focussed around the structure of a Sunday 
Mass, and have been led each week by a 
different member of the Ministry Team. We 
have been thinking about how we give glory 
to God, how and why we pray, how we read 
and understand the Bible (and most 
especially the Gospels), why we say we’re 
sorry for our sins and about how we receive 
God’s forgiveness.  
 
One of the most memorable sessions for 
me personally was when the candidates 
were asked to come up with words that 
described God. The list was so huge, 
imaginative and rich that it filled two large 
pieces of paper which we stuck to the front 
of the Altar in Saint Boniface’s Chapel, and 
it reminded me of the 99 Names and 
Attributes of Allah in the Islamic tradition! 
This limitless glory of God is at the heart of 
what we are offered in Confirmation. As we 
turn to him in faith, commitment and trust, 
God promises once again to share this 
glory and endess life with us.   
 
Just to close with two requests: firstly, 
please pray for all our candidates as they 
prepare for this wonderful moment in their 
Christian discipleship. Secondly, do try to 
make sure that you’re at Mass on Sunday 
May 18th to support our candidates as they 
make their confirmation promises and, in 
most cases, receive Holy Communion for 

the first time. It’s also a great opportunity for 
us all to reaffirm our membership of Christ’s 
Church. We will continue our sessions after 
the Confirmation Mass itself, and hopefully 
in next month’s magazine one or two of the 
newly-confirmed will share their thoughts 
and experiences! Watch this space... and 
pray for us all.

You will remember that in last month’s issue 
we paid tribute to Arthur Tagg who is 
standing down as Saint Wilfrid’s Deputy 
Warden. Here he writes about his years as 
Deputy Warden. 
 

HOW MANY?? 
 

For me 1981 was one of those years!   In 
March Gordon Holder resigned as deputy 
warden at Saint Wilfrid’s, having declared 
for the second successive year that his 
health was really not up to it.   

 
So I volunteered to do the job… did I 
really?  
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 In June it was announced the workforce in 
the Dockyard was to be drastically cut.  
Having spent 24 years there, culminating in 
a comfortable and steady position, I was 
faced with some decisions to make. In 
November I started work at De La Rue in a 
frenetic office and responsible for the build 
of money counting machines for the Bank of 
England with impossible deadlines and no 
materials.  What a difference!! 
 
Life suddenly became extraordinarily busy 
but very exciting – a young family and a 
Scout Troop to run all added to the fun.  I 
must immediately thank Joy for supporting 
me through those times and also mention 
Ken Appleford’s encouragement and help.  
Not forgetting of course the six priests and 
three vicars who have always given me 
help when needed. 
 
Thinking back on the things achieved at the 
Church in those years, I am surprised at 
how long the list is.  Most areas of the 
Church have been refurbished from a new 
roof to new toilets, an upgraded heating 
system to a complete redecoration of the 
upper hall. 
 
It is only since I retired in 2001 that I have 
really been involved in the day to day 
running of the Church and I still marvel at 
the number of people who undertake the 
miscellany of tasks required to keep the 
Church ticking along.  My sudden illness at 
the end of 2001 really made me quite 
humble when I was overwhelmed by the 
number of get well cards I received.  It was 
the showstopper of the ward!! 
 
Since 2001 it has been a gratifying 
experience to be part of Church life.  The 
Thursday service especially has become a 
weekly “must attend” event.  Since Joy 
retired in 2005, SWISHERS has been a 
great part of our lives and has enabled 
more of the community to be an active part 
of the Mission.  Together with the uniformed 
organisations and other hall users, there is 
activity and noise in the building for more 
than twelve hours every weekday which I 
am sure would meet with the vision that 

Garbett had when he dreamt of a Mission 
Church all those years ago. 
 
We are now looking forward to what the 
future may bring. A new church? A new 
beginning?  Whatever happens, I know 
the heart of Saint Wilfrid’s will continue. 
We may not all agree on the way 
forward, but I know we all agree that the 
way is forward at Saint Wilfrid’s.   
Perhaps Garbett had the right idea – just 
do it. 
 
I cannot believe that twenty seven years 
have gone by, more like twenty seven 
weeks – I must have had fun.

STREET PASTORS ARE 
LAUNCHING OUT ON 

SATURDAYS! 
Reverend Frances and I, along with the 
ministry team, were invited to attend the 
commissioning on Saturday 5th April (a 
special day in another respect as 
Portsmouth football team had just won their 
place in the FA Cup Final!) to meet and 
support the new Street Pastors (18 of them) 
who have completed their 12 sessions of 
training and were about to `hit the streets’ of 
Pompey that very evening. 
 
The service was held at the Oasis Centre. 
There were some special guests in 
attendance: Lord Mayor Councillor Mike 
Blake and the Chief Superintendent David 
Peacock. Each of them gave a very 
encouraging testimony to the incredible 
work and ministry of these dedicated 
volunteers who as street pastors provide a 
much needed calming influence for the 
young revellers in the bars and clubs in and 
around the Guildhall. 
 
Their holistic training has inspired and 
equipped them all including personal safety, 
drug and alcohol awareness, listening skills 
and how to communicate the Gospel 
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“appropriately”.  In other words, they are 
trained not to ‘hit people over the head with 
the Bible’! They have built strong teams of 
four and will be out on the streets every 
Saturday night from 10 p.m. till 3 a.m. 
The `new’ Street Pastors were invited to tell 
us why they had felt called to this ministry 
and also  gave us  some very moving 
examples of their experiences with some 
young people who were often found in 
vulnerable and distressed states, due to 
excessive  alcohol and sometimes drug 
intake. 
 
The street pastors said they had picked up 
over 300 hundred bottles and glass, given 
out over 50 pairs of flip flops to young 
women who could no longer walk in their 
high heels! 
 
They have engaged with people in other 
ways too: calming aggressive situations, 
cleaning people up with water/wet wipes, 
supporting people who are vulnerable and 
getting numerous people safely to taxis. 
 
There has been so much positive feed back 
from paramedics, the police and the door 
staff of the local clubs and even a 
nomination for “Best Bar None” award! 
 
After the commissioning Revd Frances and 
I spoke to some of the new street pastors. 
They come from a variety of churches in 
and around Portsmouth who support them 
by prayer and encouragement. They see 
their role as very much putting their faith 
into action, of being alongside people, as a 
compassionate presence of Christ, of going 
out into the world to be among His people 
as that light and immense tenderness of 
Christ. They are non-judgemental and I 
think they are greatly respected by the 
people they try to help. So far they said they 
have had contact with nearly 2000 young 
people mostly aged between 18-25.  
On reflection I think this is another exciting 
and full of hidden potential form of youth 
ministry which is so relevant and practical in 
its service of these young people in need.  
 
The Street Pastors are engaging in 
ministry with the real world, they see 

people in very vulnerable situations and 
literally pick people up from the gutter 
and try to give them their dignity back as 
human beings and often in quite hostile 
conditions. 
 
One of the prayers of Saint Theresa of 
Avilla is so appropriate for them: 
 
Christ has no body now on earth but yours; 
Yours are only hands with which he can do 
his work,  
Yours are the only feet with which he can 
go about this world,  
Yours are the only eyes through which his 
compassion can shine forth upon a troubled 
world.  
Christ has no body but yours. 
 
The Oasis Centre was certainly buzzing 
with excitement and expectancy that 
evening!
