| am still ‘buzzing’ from the May Fayre this
year — see later article — for what a day it
was. Someone recently asked ‘how did you
manage that?’ The simple answer was by
an amazing amount of teamwork. | counted
over 150 volunteers from the 3 Churches
working hard — before, during and after.
Some very high profile and ‘obvious’, others
perhaps unseen and not known by many —
Norman and the counting team locked in
the Vestry at Saint Mary’s all day and Janet
serving tea and coffee to helpers under the
Tower are just two that spring to mind.
What matters is not what each person did,
but the way that everyone did it together
and each person used willingly their skills,
gifts and energies to help the event be what
it was.

Many people commented on the
‘atmosphere’ of the day and this was due
not just to the weather and the crowds, but
this example of a Christian community at
work. We may not use the language
normally — or as we stood and shook
buckets or watched bouncy castles — but
each person was exercising a ministry in
welcoming people to the Church and
sharing our faith with them.

At the end of this month we will be praying
for and supporting Father Jamie as he is
ordained Priest (and | hope many of us will
be at the Cathedral on Sunday June 29" at
10.30 a.m.). His ordination is a fulfilment of
his ‘vocation’, his calling, to serve God and
his people in that ministry. But it is also a
sacramental sign to all of us of what we are




called to do. Each and every one of us is
called by God to exercise a ministry, to use
our gifts in service of him and one another.
Each of us has a ‘vocation’ and perhaps
Father Jamie’s ordination will give us all a
chance to reflect on what that might be and
how best we can each respond. Sometimes
that ministry will be ‘seen’ and a ‘focal point’
— such as a priestly ministry; but for others it
may be less obvious and unknown to many
others — but it will be equally important. For
it is only when every person is offering their
life in partnership with others that the Body
of Christ truly comes to life and becomes a
witness to the world.

An Amazing Day in May ...

Were you there? If you were you will know
there was a missing ‘0’ in the News. For the
day after the Fayre, the News reported that
there were 1500 visitors at this year's May
Fayre. The real number was at least
15,000! People often ask how we work that
figure out. The simple answer is that it is
guess work based on a simple formula —
the number of programmes (4000)
multiplied by 3 (for on average 1 in 3 people
take one as they come in); then calculate
the time the programmes run out (1 p.m.)
and add a suitable number of people
coming in before the programmes started at
8.30 a.m. and after 1 p.m. But how accurate
is this? Well, the Beer Tent

spoken of ‘atmosphere’ and ‘community’ —
both of these are un-definable and
guantifiable, but there was a real sense of
warmth and welcome from everyone
associated with the Churches to all of our
visitors.

It was a true effort spread over the weekend
with Stella, Gary and others sleeping on site
to guard the Tent; people coming and going
with items for stalls; furniture moving and
site marking; sandwich making and cake
baking. This year a great push for cakes
meant the Saint Mary’s stall had more
cakes than ever and eventually sold out at 3
p.m. having taken over £700 alone! Also
Raffle sellers worked hard before the day
and on the day producing over £1,200
profit. The list of people involved is endless
— so what ever you did, however you
helped:

THANK YOu!!

The end result was the final amazing thing
...Saint Wilf's and Saint Faith’s made just
over £1,000 each and Saint Mary’s raised
around £13,500 (50% increase on last
year!)

The pathways
around the site were heavily
congested at lunchtime -
always a sure sign of large
numbers.

Norman Butler of Saint Mary’s writes

| have always thought of myself as a
Christian, from my early days as a choir
boy, and my confirmation whilst serving in
the Army in the Sixties.

To my shame, religion took a backseat,
during the days of my first marriage, | was
always too busy to attend Church and find
time to talk to God.

It wasn’t until the last months of my second
marriage, that | turned to God for help,
during the dark days of depression and
watching someone slowly deteriorate before
your eyes, | prayed, no begged, for the
strength to carry on and care for her and to
take away her suffering.

My prayers were answered in many ways,
some were like miracles to me, but more
importantly, I was no longer alone, and
could now face the inevitable conclusion of
6 years of caring.




After all the funeral rituals were completed, |
decided that God had answered my prayers
when | needed him, and now that | was
released from my “Carers” role, | would give
my life to God and pray to him, and say
“Thank you” for a change, and not just talk
to him because | needed help.

As most of you know, | met Lucy and
started attending Saint Mary’s, and since
being there, have become part of the family
of the Church. | now live with Lucy in
Portsmouth, and have committed myself to
serve the Church in any way | can, not
because | made a deal with God, (If you do
this for me, | will attend Church every
Sunday) but because from my experiences,
| know there is a God and he cares for me.

Whether | make a good treasurer or not is
not the question, the question is “Have |
tried my best?” and | hope in the future the
answer will be YES!!!

.... and now a contribution from Yvonne
Hoggarth from Saint Faith’s

My name is Yvonne Hoggarth and | was
born in a small village near Peterborough
called Alwalton. | started going to church
regularly at the age of 5 when | started
school. | went to the village C of E School
with just two classes, one infant and one
junior. The Rector visited once a week to
tell us bible stories and we went to church
for all the main services in the church year.
| went every Sunday morning to the Book of
Common Prayer Communion service,
sitting at the back with Mr and Mrs Roberts
- he was a churchwarden. There was no
Sunday School in those days and | was the
only child there. During my teenage years |
drifted away, returning after my first son
was born, to a church about 4 miles away
which was more like Saint Mary’s, the first
time | had ever heard a vicar called Father.

Mike has lived in
Portsmouth for over 30 years and after our
marriage | moved down here and in
December 2001 we brought our house in
Fratton. We started worshipping at Saint
Jude’s in Southsea, going to the evening
service led by a student band, but the
driving and late evenings became too much
so we decided to try Saint Mary’s as it was
walkable. That was about 3 Y2 years ago.

Having come from an evangelical church |
found Saint Mary’s heavy going and started
finding reasons not to go every week and
one Sunday | asked Father David what the
hymns were like at Saint Faith’s or Saint
Wilfrid’'s and he said to go and see for
myself.

And , lastly, how we develop, value and use
our resources — both buildings and people
Things which are positive are:
Parish Office, based at Saint Faith’s
Flexible use of Saint Mary’s,
especially over Christmas
Saint Wilfrid’s building discussions
The use of deacons across the
Parish

And we need to address:

The use of the Barnabas Room at
Saint Faith’s

Vestry Hall at Saint Mary’s

In all the events of the past
few days the choir found time to visit Saint
Faith’s, to learn a little about the church and
the area, and even to sing one of their
Finnish hymns to test the acoustic. Cup
Final day found us up the Spinnaker tower -
a first for me, and | even walked on the
glass floor along with Irene and Stella. The
Pompey scarves, given to the choir by the
parish after their concert were much in
evidence, and helped them to feel at one
with all the excitement in the city. For
Pompey to win was of course an added
bonus!

The May Fayre this year was a huge
success overall, and our Saint Faith’'s

The following day Jo Kerr took up her new
post as manager of the as yet unfinished
community centre, and is often now to be
found working in the office at Saint Faith’s
at her new temporary desk, when she is not
out and about networking and learning from
other community centres as she puts the
systems in place ready to start up the
centre in the autumn. The Landport
Community Centre Association will regularly
receive reports from her on how that is
going, and as a group itself has a busy few
months ahead in preparation for the
opening - the exact date of which is yet to
be fixed.

Saint Faith’s has been very fortunate to
receive two bequests in recent weeks - one
from the estate of the late Grace Clark, and
one from Phyllis Maclean who was a
regular part of the little congregation that
gathers at Nicholson Gardens each month
for the Eucharist, and who died shortly after
Easter. The DCC will be making sure their
generous gifts are put to good use as we
build up the fund for a new altar and receive
a design for new bases for the acolyte
candles.

We hope to raise funds for Christian Aid this
year from the envelopes which were
distributed to the congregation, and which
also get delivered to Nicholson Gardens
residents and Darwin House locally. This is
in addition to the collecting that is going on
elsewhere in the parish this year, as
together we seek to support the important
work of the aid agency in areas of acute
need.
