I suspect it will be difficult over the next few 
weeks not to know that the Lambeth 
Conference is taking place, for I am sure 
the media will be on the prowl for stories of 
division, dissension and the decline of the 
Anglican Church. The problem is that this is 
probably all we will see and hear and so the 
danger is that we think that is what it is all 
about. But the issues which divide and 
challenge the Anglican Communion are but 
a part of the Conference and the time the 
Bishops will spend together. I am fairly sure 
they will not spend a whole month arguing 
and disagreeing with one another. The 
important function of the Conference is to 
bring them together to pray, reflect and 
study, discuss and relax in each others’ 
company so that they can explore what it 
means to be a ‘Communion.’ 
 
This is not some remote exercise only for 
those who are Bishops, but is something we 
should all be doing for ‘being in communion’ 
lies at the heart of our understanding of 
what it means to be a Christian. How do we 
‘build up the common life’? How do we 
ensure that what we are and do is not 
determined by ‘what I want or like’ but by a 
true awareness of others and our 
relationship with them in the faith we share? 
How do we acknowledge our differences 
and yet continue to work and witness 
together to the one God? These questions 
are ones we face at so many levels – in our 

own Church, in the Parish, the Cluster, the 
Deanery, the Diocese, ecumenically …. the 
list goes on!  
 
So this month as you read and hear about 
‘them’ at the Conference and what we are 
being told they are doing, perhaps find 
some time to pause and pray for our 
Bishops as they seek to explore the nature 
of ‘communion’. Also find time to reflect on 
our own lives and how we can live ‘in 
communion’ and build up the Body Of 
Christ at the local level, and find time to 
meet with your fellow Christians to pray, 
study, reflect and relax in each others 
company.

Having been down to Portsmouth two or 
three times in recent weeks, I am looking 
forward to starting at Saint Mary’s in 
August. I imagine when this article is 
published, I shall have finished at 
Chelmsford, found a house and moved! I 
enjoyed meeting everyone when I came 
down for interview, meeting the choir, 
playing the organ and enjoying the fabulous 
acoustic of the church (in Chelmsford 
Cathedral, the acoustic is tiny!).  
 
I was born in Gloucester where I was a 
chorister in the Cathedral.

The highlights of my time there were 
playing for the Christmas Eve Nine Lessons 
and Carols with a congregation of about 
4000 and having a set of canticles of mine 
performed in a Sunday evensong.  
 
I moved to Chelmsford in 2003 and have 
enjoyed an exciting time watching Essex at 
the County Cricket Ground and testing the 
regular beer festivals and visiting the 

various seaside ‘resorts’ in the area! In 
between the above, I’ve played for the odd 
service, set up a small Cathedral based 
orchestra and reformed and developed the 
girls’ choir and given regular organ recitals. 
I enjoy cycling and cooking (but not at the 
same time!) and am not very good at golf 
but try to play nonetheless. I look forward to 
getting to know the area, a part of the 
country I have only visited rarely and also 
the congregation and community at Saint 
Mary’s.
