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The Kairos Cluster  
Inner City Churches Schools’ Day 

held at Saint Mary’s Church 
July 3 rd 2008 

 
Nearly 100 Yr 7/8 students from 3 inner 
city secondary schools gathered at Saint 
Mary’s Church for a Kairos Cluster 
Schools’ Day based on the theme of 
Hope.  
 
The day got off to a lively start as a team of 
5 young actors from the Riding Lights 
Theatre Company performed ‘Hope Street’ 
– a series of fast-moving and hard-hitting 
sketches exploring the differences between 
hopelessness, trying to find hope in the 
wrong places, and the real hope that is to 
be found in both the kindness of others and 
the experience of God’s presence in our  
lives. Fashion magazines, night clubs, U 
tube, and celebrity culture all came under 
the spotlight, as pupils from Saint 
Edmund’s, Saint Luke’s and Portsmouth 
City Girls were caught up in the action, and 
both entertained and challenged by this  
very talented group. 
 
During the remainder of the morning and in 
the afternoon each of the students took part 
in two workshop sessions. These ranged 
from Samba Drumming under the expert 
tuition of Charlie from Music Fusion, to 
making prayer bracelets (‘Holy Beads’) with 
the Sisters of Bethany, from the very loud to 
the very peaceful and quiet! The Dot-to-Dot 
Art Company took a symbol of hope – the 
dove – and offered two different styles of 
creating one, either carnival-style and 
mounted on sticks, or beautifully painted on 
silk. Two huge and striking banners were 
designed and made from the students’ 
ideas, one entitled ‘Living in Hope’ and the 
other ‘Making a Difference’.   
 
David Dow from Christian Aid encouraged 
groups to design and make the simple 
paper bags which enable grain to be carried 
home from the market in poorer countries, 
and to estimate just how many would have 
to be made in a day to earn a living wage, if 
that was your job.   

The Riding Lights actors encouraged a 
large group of students in their workshops 
to develop confidence and skill through 
drama.  
 
 One of the most valuable and revealing 
aspects of the day was how the young 
people used the area of the church that had 
been set apart as ‘sacred’ space. Revd 
Peter Lippiett, the Diocesan Spirituality 
adviser, had been invited by the Kairos 
Cluster to come with his team and set up 
this space which included a prayer 
labyrinth, and the chance to light candles, 
or hang prayer ‘leaves’ on a tree – a 
peaceful and holy space which was visited 
by many of the youngsters throughout the 
day. The following Sunday at the Eucharist 
the prayers that had been hung on the tree 
were incorporated into the service. 
 
Mother Charlotte, who was part of the 
Cluster Working Party that organised the 
event, said ‘The day went so well. The 
young people were fully engaged in all that 
went on, and many volunteers from across 
the churches made the event possible. We 
were really fortunate to be able to use 
funding from the Powerpoint charity to book 
Riding Lights – they really grabbed the 
attention of the students from the start. This 
is the first time we have offered a Schools’ 
Day for secondary pupils and they went 
home having had a very positive 
experience.’ 
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How can one sum up the events at Saint 
Mary’s and in the Parish since June? The 
simple answer is, it is impossible! So please 
accept this whistle stop headline tour of all 
that has happened since the Magazine last 
appeared … 
 
Early June saw the farewell to Father David 
and the Dickens Fellowship gathering for 
Evensong to give thanks for the life of 
Charles Dickens, baptised in the Church. 
Later in the month we welcomed Amanda 
Haggard – an ordinand on placement with 
the Cluster – and gathered with her and 
other Christians from around the City centre 
in Victoria Park for an Ecumenical Picnic. It 
was a good event with over 100 people 
there, music from the Salvation Army Band 
– and Father Bob was spotted enjoying an 
ice cream!  
 
The following Sunday saw many of us at 
the Cathedral supporting Father Jamie as 
he was ordained priest. There was a great 
sense of celebration as we mingled with 
Father Jamie’s family and friends in the 
Vicarage Garden after the service which 
flowed onto the Monday when many 
gathered together for his ‘First Mass’. A 

wonderful evening – which all those there 
will remember and treasure.  
 
As we moved into July Saint Mary’s Church 
hosted the Cluster Schools Day. A series of 
workshops for our local secondary schools 
exploring the theme of hope. Around 100 
students and their staff engaged in drama, 
art, discussion and even a samba drum 
workshop in the Choir Vestry (earplugs 
were provided!). The responses from all 
who took part expressed how much they 
had enjoyed and valued the day as well as 
being challenged by it. One of the most 
impressive areas was the Labyrinth and 
prayer area set up around the Font and in 
Saint Stephen’s Chapel. Many dropped in 
and out of this area and found it profoundly 
moving. We hope to repeat this exercise 
and area for all to experience later in the 
autumn – watch out for details! 
 
The following week saw our annual 
celebration for all those ‘leaving’ the 6 
schools we work with in the Parish. As 
always, there was a great sense of fun and 
enjoyment from all those singing and 
dancing – and a real sense of Saint Mary’s 
Church being a natural and important part 
of their journey through life.  
 
This led into the weekend when the Bishops 
preparing for Lambeth were visiting the 
area and on the Sunday Saint Mary’s 
hosted the Deanery event. Tea and cakes, 
discussion and dialogue, and worship 
marked the afternoon. The 2 Ghanaian 
Bishops made a huge impression on those 
there – and the often remote and 
impersonal sense of the ‘Anglican 
Communion’ was given a warm and human 
face and a sense of shared faith and 
relationship evolved. 
 
The following Friday was the 60’s night. 
This had long been thought of and 
discussed – but thanks to the perseverance 
and hard work of Helen Evans and those 
who helped her, it became a great success. 
The band was enjoyed by dancers and non 
–dancers alike and the whole evening left 
many asking when the next one will be. 
Again watch this space …The evening also 
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raised over £400 for funds – so thank you to 
al who supported it and especially to Helen. 
 
The skittles night was the next event on the 
horizon – rumours were it had been 
deliberately planned to ensure Father Jamie 
could not defend his title as he was at the 
Lambeth Conference! The Vicar denied this 
– but showed he was intent on wresting the 
crown away. 70 people from the 3 
Churches and beyond enjoyed a great 
evening of chat, competition and chips! The 
end result … well, Deacon Emma and 
Father Bob tied for second place but the 
title went to a visitor invited by Shirley 
Rudder. The Vicar suspects sabotage – but 
will return again next year to try his luck 
once more!

Tower & Toilets  
 
You may have noticed a further push for our 
Fundraising for the Tower….Father Bob has 
been to the top of the highest pinnacle – 
and looked rather ‘pale’ as he grasped onto 
the lightning conductor on Meridian TV! The 
message has been a simple one. The 
project needs to raise £60,000 to complete 
the necessary works before the Scaffolding 
is dismantled fully next April/May. If these 
funds are not found, then the work will not 
be completed and more funds will need to 
be raised to re-scaffold the Tower at some 
point in the next 25 years. We are seeking 
£5 from everyone who has an association 
with the Church through Marriage, Baptism, 
as a Visitor to the May Fayre, to help us 
reach this target. We are grateful to the 
response that we have had to the media 
coverage and would welcome further 
donations over the coming weeks. 
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Meanwhile the work at the base of the 
Tower is almost complete – just some final 
finishing touches to the porch doors. The 
toilets will be functioning for the Autumn 
and we hope the water supply at the West 
End will make the caterers’ life easier as 
well. The work on the Vestry Hall will be 
starting in September with improvements to 
the kitchen and toilets and new storage 
spaces in the Hall to hopefully make it a 
more welcoming environment.
