This will link in with the 
Bishop’s call to the Diocese to pray for and 
about vocations and ministry. In particular 
there will be a focused week from 
November 16th at Saint Mary’s – the Church 
will be open and there will be opportunities 
to drop in and explore ‘sacred space’ – see 
article elsewhere in the magazine.  
 
I very much hope we will all find some way 
of marking this month with some time for 
prayer and reflection on this theme – and if 
you want to talk to someone about your 
faith journey, then please do get in touch 
with myself or one of my colleagues. Let’s 
this year make ourselves ready to celebrate 
Advent!

Saint Faith’s Cubs and Scouts go 
camping in the rain 

 
Sixteen cubs from the 48th, 54thand 22nd 
Cub Packs and 4 Scouts from the 48th 
Troop went to summer camp at Didling near 
Midhurst. When the leaders and scouts 
arrived at the campsite on Saturday, it was 
dull and overcast, so our first concern was 
to put up the marquee, so that if it rained 
there would be shelter. We started to get 
things sorted; the scouts had to dig 2 pits, 
then the rain arrived! We also had to battle 
against strong winds. At one point we 
decided to put up our own tents, otherwise 
we would have nowhere to sleep. The 
kitchen and party tents were also waiting to 

go up. After our evening meal of chicken 
curry, we had an early night as we had to 
be up early the next day so we could get 
everything finished before the cubs joined 
us in the afternoon. 
 
On picking up the cubs, we had a few tears, 
but they were all in safe hands. We arrived 
at the site, sorted them into their tent teams 
(4 cubs). Leaders help them to put up their 
tents – usually in a few hours or less - but 
on this particular day, because of the high 
winds, it took all the leaders and half the 
cubs to put up one tent. Eventually, after 
five hours, all the tents were up! 
 
After this, all the safety rules were 
explained, and then on to what we would be 
doing for the rest of the evening, but as the 
rain arrived, the programme had to be 
changed! On our first evening, we had two 
cubs who wanted to go home, but after a 
chat they were OK. Some went off to sleep 
straightaway; some took longer – we don’t 
mind on the first night as they are all 
excited. Eventually all the leaders went to 
bed. 
 
The marquee was lifted twice, and most of 
the posts dropped like skittles – it had to be 
pegged down with more guy ropes and out 
came the BIG metal pegs. RAIN, RAIN 
AND MORE RAIN AND HIGH WINDS! 
 
On Monday afternoon (no rain, but dull and 
windy) we managed to get to the farm, 
where the cubs enjoyed roaming amongst 
chicken, geese, dogs, llamas, sheep, ducks 
and pigs.  
 
On Tuesday we stayed on site, and on 
Wednesday we went to Singleton. Each 
tent team had two leaders and a scout with 
them, and we wandered around, some cubs 
trying their hand at making a corn dolly. It 
was an interesting day for all. 
 
On Thursday the sun had got his hat on – 
HOORAY! The cubs had a treat – the 
sheep in the field next to us were being 
moved, which meant they had to pass 
through our field. The cubs were very quiet 
and watched how two working sheepdogs 
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controlled at least 100 sheep. They were 
amazed – this is not something you see in 
town, but it happened twice while we were 
there. 
 
In the afternoon we had “It’s a Knockout” – 
how far can you run in wellies full of water? 
(as if we had not seen enough of the stuff!), 
“Twister”, bouncy castle shooting and 
bunjee run – a good afternoon enjoyed by 
all. 
 
We managed to get some of their badge 
workbooks done, and in the evening we had 
our camp fire, songs and stunts from the 
boys, afterwards they had hot soup and 
crusty bread. All went to sleep quite quickly! 
 
Friday was another busy day, as we were 
going home. We got all the tents down in 
the dry. Even though it seemed it was a 
horrible week, according to the newspaper, 
we had the best week in August – can you 
believe that?! 
  

ALL DRESSED UP: 
Our Guides, Brownies and 

Rainbows 
 

Deacon Emma D’Aeth writes about Saint 
Mary’s Guides, Brownies and Rainbows 

 
Did you know that there are over one million 
children and young people under the age of 
20 who are part of uniformed groups in 
Britain? 
 
Girl Guiding UK has 600,000 members and 
its website gives the following as its mission 
and vision: ‘Girl Guiding UK enables girls 
and young women to fulfil their potential 
and to take an active and responsible role 
in society through its distinctive, stimulating 
and enjoyable programme of activities 
delivered by trained volunteer leaders’. 
 
We have very talented leaders of our three 
uniformed groups who meet on a weekly 
basis in our vestry hall. Gill, Julie and Karen 
and our new leader of the Rainbows, 
Leanne, are concerned that their girls grow 
in every aspect of their lives. Character, 

leadership and service are important issues 
in all the uniform groups. 
 

 
 

 
Girl Guiding UK has published a very useful 
book in this, their centenary year, entitled 
‘Looking at me’. In it they have responded 
to a survey, which demonstrated how 
important it is to develop self-esteem, 
especially as a positive defence to the often 
damaging impacts on young people’s 
experience of themselves from peer 
pressure and the world of fashion and 
media. The Guides are encouraged to 
explore what self-esteem means to them, 
how able are they to achieve their goals, 
having confidence in their abilities and how 
they see themselves in our community and 
society, and how we connect with those 
about us. 
 
There are many activities for the Guides to 
explore in this book to help them develop 
techniques to promote self esteem, this will 
enable them look after themselves, to take 
responsibility and value others and 
importantly to take their place as citizens in 
the world. 
 
I think this is where the Church can also be 
an ally and a place for young people to 
grow in faith and develop their identity in a 
positive and fulfilling way. It also provides 
opportunities for them to do things together 
with other youth groups in our Church and 
in the diocese. Though our uniform groups 
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have their own structure and training, it 
would be a great benefit if we were able to 
share their skills in a two-way process.  
 
Engaging our uniformed groups in worship 
is a wonderful opportunity to introduce the 
children and young people to the life and 
community of the Church and for us to 
recognise and make them welcome. If we 
want them to stay as they grow out of their 
uniformed groups, then it is important for us 
to build our relationships with these young 
people. 
 
Involving them in worship has been great 
fun, they are all very creative in their ideas 
as you have seen with the ‘big mum’ 
wearing the latest fashions from the cat-
walks of Milan on Mother’s Day, to the 
Guides cut-out of Father Bob for our 
Harvest celebrations and the beautiful 
banners the Rainbows and Brownies make 
to decorate the Altar. They have fun, but 
also are very reflective and careful in their 
contributions to our worship. 
 
The Guides spent a great deal of time 
talking about their mothers when preparing 
for our Mothering Sunday service and wrote 
this thanksgiving poem: 
 
HANDS 
Hands are for holding  
They wipe away the tears 
They have the magic healing touch 
To keep away your fears 

 
ARMS 
Arms are for cuddling 
They keep you warm at night 
 And when you’re feeling sad and blue 
They hold you really tight 

 
MOUTHS 
Mouths are for speaking 
Telling stories short and long 
They kiss you on the cheek at night 
And bring you back where you belong  

 
EARS 
Ears are for listening 
And hearing your complaints 
They listen to your hopes and dreams  

And check for oncoming cars 
 
HEARTS 
Hearts are for loving 
Spreading forgiveness and joy 
They keep your secrets locked up safe 
Especially when you meet a boy! 
 
LEGS 
Legs are for walking 
They take you to school 
On adventure after adventure 
From the mountains to the pool 
 
 
All our Brownies and Rainbows are involved 
in preparing for these special services. 
During Lent we spend time reflecting on the 
Easter story and everyone is involved in 
making the eggs and decorations for the 
Lenten tree. 
 
Their favourite time of year is Christmas. 
The Guides make the Christingles during 
one of their meetings and we end with our 
own Christingle service and eat all the left 
over sweets! 
 
During Advent we have a nativity scene in 
place during each meeting with the 
Rainbows and Brownies and the week 
before the Christmas Holidays, we read the 
story of the Nativity as we place the figures 
of Mary and Joseph in the stable. We sing 
some carols and think about how each of us 
will spend Christmas and of others who 
may find Christmas an especially lonely 
time. Many of our uniformed groups come 
with their families to the Christingle service 
in our parish. 
 
The highlight of the year is the Guide Camp 
and the trips out for the Rainbows and 
Brownies in the summer term. I was invited 
by our Guide unit to visit them on their 
summer camp in West Sussex. The 
weather as you can see by the photos was 
horrendous! The rain was pouring down 
horizontally, the wind was gusting gale 
force at times and I was very worried my 
car would be bogged down in the fields for 
good! It was definitely like the pictures we 
see of Glastonbury! 
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The Guides and their leaders were stoic, 
cheerful and enthusiastic, nothing put them 
off engaging with all the activities, canoeing, 
abseiling, archery, etc. etc. I was so 
impressed by their camaraderie, and the 
resourcefulness of their leaders!

THE LATEST NEWS ON 
WATERAID! 

 
As part of the centenary celebrations Girl 
Guiding have encouraged their members to 
engage in helping others by being involved 
in a variety of charities, both in the UK and 
abroad. The project is called ‘Do something 
to change the world’.  
 
They produced a booklet containing 19 
different charities for the Guides to choose 
from. The charity WaterAid took their 
attention, particularly as it involves 
providing safe drinking water for a village in 
Nepal where young girls similar in age to 
our Guides are responsible for finding and  
carrying water for their families often 
walking  many miles (as Maddison 
explained) and often the water is 
contaminated.  Conservation and climate 
change are also something the Guides think 
deeply about and ‘WaterAid’ inspired them 
to ‘do something to change the world’. 

 
They were overwhelmed with the support 
and encouragement you gave them during 
our Harvest celebrations and this has given 
them so much enthusiasm to continue to 
raise money for the water pump for this 
village in Nepal. 
 
They have involved their schools in raising 
money in a variety of ways and they are still 
planning to come and do a sponsored 
cleaning day at Saint Mary’s. So watch this 
space!

Schools’ Day, with 62% of the students

A 
huge thank you is due to everyone who was 
involved, not least for making everyone so 
welcome.  We had a lot of people coming 
from the local community which suggests 
the better publicity and all that leaflet 
delivery was well worth the effort. 
 
That was the start of a very significant 
wekend for Saint Faith’s because on the 
following evening we celebrated our 
Patronal Festival. As well as giving thanks 
for Saint Faith herself and her courageous 
witness to Christ, we witnessed Revd 
Frances being re-licensed to continue her 
ministry with the only change being that her 
focus will be on Saint Mary‘s Parish, rather 
than including All Saints and St George’s as 
before.  The church was packed, with the 
Parish choir at good strength, and it was a 
very joyful evening, with Archdeacon Trevor 
emphasising the importance of thankfulness 
and hope as we move forwards into the 
future, serving God in the community of 
people around us. 
 

One of the consequences of the ‘big 
weekend’ was that some of our church 
projects reached their completion, the 
Patronal Festival acting as a spur to getting 
things finished. Firstly we received the 
fourth and last of our legillium falls from 
Caroline Davies, the embroiderer who has 
served us so well. This, of course was the 
red one, and now we have a completed set 
for the church to use for many years to 
come. Our second project was to do 
something about acquiring our own set of 
wooden bases for the acolyte candle, 
having borrowed some from Saint Wilfrid’s 
for the past few years. We are very grateful 
to Frances’s son-in -law, Stephen, who has 
made us a beautifully crafted pair which 
hold the candles perfectly upright, and 
which fit the worship space very well. He 
made them as a gift, so we really do have a 
lot to thank him for. 
 
On Sunday October 12th, Jack Lane was 
baptised at Saint Faith’s at the age of four. 
It is always very encouraging to come 
across young parents who really value the 
opportunity to bring their children up within 
the ‘household of the faith’ as the baptism 
service puts it, rather than viewing the 
sacrament as a ‘one-off’ rite of passage.  
Jack has been attending church with his 
mother Hesta for a while, and something of 
his original shyness has worn off. He 
submitted to the splashes of water with very 
good grace, and his family and their friends 
held a happy gathering in the Barnabas 
Room afterwards, around a very splendid 
cake made by his grandmother.  
 
The changing colours of the trees, and the 
flurry of falling leaves serve as a reminder 
that November is upon us, the month for 
Requiem Masses and other services of 
Remembrance - reminder too that God is 
there in the passing of the seasons, and in 
all His creation, in its beauty, its abundance, 
its joy and in its pain and sorrow, showing 
us the way of love.
