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As you may have read in the paper, this
Easter will see the beginning of the end for
the Tower Project. Around Holy Week the
stonework should be complete and the
process of dismantling the scaffolding will
begin. This will take 2 months or so as it is
by no means an easy task — as there is
work to be done as the scaffolding is
removed from each face. It will seem
strange to be able to sit and look at the
Tower — and not to see the rather ‘solid’
block that has dominated the skyline for the
last 15 months or so. As part of the final
works the Clock faces will be re-painted —
and my guess is that for many this will be
the visible sign in the months to come that
something has happened. Much of the work
is fine detail and is only appreciated when
you are ‘close to’ — an option that will not be
available to many of us after the lift has
been removed.

It won't be long before the Tower will be a
familiar part of our skyline and lives that it
always has been — and for many who see it,
they will be oblivious to the significance and
scale of the work that has taken place. But
for those of us who have followed the work,
and been involved in it, we will look at the
Tower in a different light - our
understanding of it will be different.

The same could be true of Easter. For
many people the celebration of Easter Day
will be something familiar and for many of
them they will be oblivious to the

significance of the day. It is easy to come
along to a service on Easter Day and enjoy
the light, beauty and joy of the occasion
(and the chocolate eggs!). But it should
mean more than that for those who seek to
follow Christ.

Once again we are invited to walk with
Christ and share his journey to the Cross
and then to the Empty Tomb. There is a
different understanding and significance to
the Easter celebration for those who have
shouted Hosanna; sat at the supper table
and witnessed the washing of feet; watched
and prayed in the Garden; walked the way
of the Cross, and stood at the foot of that
cross; and then gathered in the darkness of
the night to welcome with joy the risen
Christ in all his glory.

Perhaps this year you could make a
commitment to share in that experience and
make your presence at the special services
a priority in Holy Week. If you do, then |
hope you will also welcome the risen Christ
with fresh eyes and hearts!
