I have enjoyed working more 
closely with all of our parish ministry team 
and Father Bob; we are very fortunate to 
have such a committed and talented group 
of people leading us forward! 
 
Another highlight has been the support and 
partnership of my co-warden, first Stan and 
then Shirley Rudder. One of our 
achievements has been the development of 

the role of the deputy wardens and deputies 
and a sense of teamwork among them 
across the parish. Each church has different 
issues and it has been good to share 
concerns and successes with one another. 
 
Finally, thank you all for your support and 
friendship during my time as parish warden.  
It has been a great experience and I 
enjoyed it. I wish Shirley and Eugene all the 
very best.

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The great summer of sport is upon us …. 
Wimbledon, Lions Tour, Ascot, and the 
Ashes just around the corner. But to crown 
it all is the Parish Skittles Night (on July 18th 
– tickets available now!). We are 
guaranteed another fierce and hard fought 
competition … and no doubt I will fall just 
short of victory once again! I have been 
considering what I can do to improve my 
odds of winning. Some would say that it is a 
game of chance and it is as much about 
luck as it is about skill. But I have a shrewd 
idea that if I actually practised a few times 
before the night then the ‘luck’ would be 
reduced and the ‘skill’ increased. But don’t 
worry - I am not intending spending time in 
skittles alleys over the next few weeks – 
instead, as in previous years, I will turn up 
having not pitched a ball in anger since the 
last Skittles Night. I wonder how true this is 
for many of us in a variety of areas of our 
life – we have good intentions to spend 
more time doing something, or improving at 
something, or practising something and yet 
we never quite get round to it – so very little 
changes from one year to the next. 
 
I suspect this may be true of our faith and 
spiritual life. Last November at ‘Sacred 
Space’ – when we transformed the interior 
of Saint Mary’s and encouraged people to 
spend time in reflection and prayer – many 
people asked for ‘more of this’ and said 
they would appreciate more opportunities 
for prayer, worship and reflection. But over 
the last few months the attendance at the 
regular midweek opportunities for prayer 
and reflection and discussion has not 
grown, indeed in some cases seems to be 

declining. The Ministry team has discussed 
this and continues to seek to find ways of 
supporting people in deepening their life of 
prayer, and would value your suggestions 
or comments as to what we could be doing 
to reverse this situation. 
 
If we are serious in wanting to grow in our 
life of prayer, to deepen our faith and to 
develop our relationship with God, then we 
must also be serious about giving time to it. 
We need to put our good intentions into 
action and ‘practise’ and develop our ‘skills’ 
– not just think it will happen with no extra 
effort or commitment from ourselves.  
 
If you are not a sports fan, then perhaps 
use the time when it dominates the TV to 
come to some of the midweek services and 
groups; or if you are a sports fan, consider  
giving the practice of our Faith as much a 
priority as those we support give to their 
training. If you want any help, advice or 
support with this, then do talk to one of the 
Ministry Team – we would be delighted to 
spend time with you doing this.

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The great news is the Tower Project is 
complete …the scaffolding has gone and 
the West Doors have been thrown open. 
We are grateful to our Architects and 
advisors as well as to St Blaise and the 
various stone masons and workers for the 
quality of their work and the good humour 
with which they worked in partnership with 
us. There will be a great chance to 
celebrate this project on Sunday August 
16th. The Tower will be open for the first 
time for people to climb to enjoy the views. 
There will be a Brass Band Concert in the 
afternoon. In the evening there will be a 
service of thanksgiving – at which our 
Bishop may be present. The day will also 
give us a chance to raise some further 
funds towards the project. We are close to 
the final figure, but any further donations 
and support would be great. 
 
If you think that is the end of major work 
then you are forgetting the similarity of Saint 
Mary’s to the Forth Road Bridge ….and the 
next magazine will include an article from 
Father Jamie, outlining our hopes for the 
next major project – the restoration of the 
Organ. But that is for another day … for the 
moment let us say ‘well done’ and ‘thank 
you’ to all who have worked behind the 
scenes for, and in making donation to, the 
Tower project. 
 
The last month saw an unusual event – the 
Vicarage Garden event taking place in dry 
weather! A pleasant afternoon was spent 
enjoying some tea in the garden and 

exploring the various areas including the 
Fox dens and the new Compost area – the 
pride and joy of Father Bob who built it! The 
next day we welcomed Bishop Kenneth for 
a Deanery Confirmation service. It was a 
very special occasion – not just in 
welcoming visitors form Wymering, Cosham 
and Saint George’s, but also in being 
probably the last Parish based Confirmation 
service the Bishop will preside at before he 
retires. We have greatly valued and enjoyed 
his visits to the Parish and he has 
expressed his appreciation for our welcome 
and the times he has spent with us.  
 
The next Saturday saw the Diocese 
represented at the Church in a very 
different way – ‘The Event’. This was an 
afternoon of activity arranged by Ben 
Mizen, the Diocesan Youth Advisor, and a 
team of youth workers from across the 
Diocese. It was great to see the flexibility 
and adaptability of the interior of the Church 
– a large scalextrix on the Dais and round 
the Choir stalls; Wii in the Children’s corner; 
Wheelchair basket ball in the Nave – and a 
host of other activities; all rounded off with 
Pizza for all. All who were there expressed 
their thanks for us sharing the space with 
them, and again for the welcome they 
received. 
 
Lastly, on the Monday after this event we 
welcomed over 200 girls from the City of 
Portsmouth Girls School. As part of their 
Year 7 day they were exploring the 
Elizabethan period. We were able to share 
with them a sense of how the Church had 
been here then, and was still here today – 
some things being the same and other 
things developing and changing. It was a 
great day and many of the girls speak of 
their visit as the highlight of their day. 
 
There have been many other visitors and 
groups in the Church and we are fortunate 
that we are able to welcome so many and 
to share with them the beautiful space and 
our faith. Thank you to all who help in this 
ministry and all who give of their time and 
skills to maintain and clean the space.

Time to talk! 

 
Time to talk is what the recent Fortnight of 
Accompanied Prayer gave to the people 
who took part in it a few weeks ago.  It gave 
them the opportunity to take time to reflect 
on prayer life (and life in general!) and 
someone to talk with about what ‘comes up’ 
for them in the process. This takes place 
while getting on with day to day life - 
because of this, these weeks are also 
called ‘A Retreat in Everyday Life’. 
 
It is a bit like a package holiday – but better, 
as each person gets an individual journey 
and individual attention!  The whole thing 
began with a welcome tea party where 
companions and retreatants met each 
other. 
 
Each retreatant committed themselves to 
spending 30 minutes a day in prayer and 
reflection and to meeting their companion 
twice a week, 4 times altogether, for half an 
hour each time.  It is not often that we have 
someone’s undivided attention for that 
amount of time!  At the end of the fortnight, 
there was a final get together with a short 
time of worship and tea. 
 
As the fortnight went on, it seemed that 
everyone, retreatants and companions, 
were getting a lot out of it and were very 
enthusiastic.  When evaluating the whole 
experience, comments were very positive 
e.g. ‘it more than met my expectations’ and 
‘it was very helpful and useful’.
