At the end of September on a Sunday
afternoon we celebrated a baptism at Saint
Mary’s — there is nothing unusual about
this, you may be thinking, so why is Father
Bob mentioning it? What made this service
different was that it was ‘signed’ for the hard
of hearing by Revd Robert Sanday. As a
result of our working with him to support this
family, we are hoping that Robert will be
with us on the 3" Sunday of every month to
sign the Sunday service, please do let
anyone know who you think this will help.

| have always been very impressed with
one of our local infant schools which works
closely with those children who have a
hearing impairment, for the children will
often sign a song together at Harvest or
Christmas. Likewise at General Synod, | am
fascinated by those who sign the
proceedings for the representatives of the
Deaf Church. The use of sign language is
something which reminds us that
communication is not just verbal — we can
communicate in so many ways with each
other and those around us.

Sometimes this communication is obvious
and we are aware of it, but sometimes this
communication may be un-recognised by
ourselves and we may not understand the
messages we are giving to others. This is
something the buildings phase of KAIROS
had helped us to focus on — how do our
buildings communicate with those who visit
them or walk past them? What do they say
about how we understand our faith, and
what we consider to be important? Do they
encourage people in? Do they say ‘keep

out'? Do they say ‘ we need your money’'?
or do they say ‘ people are very important to
us’? What does your Church say to the
visitor?

But it is not just our buildings, it is also us
and the way we act and the way we live.
Sometimes we can give very clear
messages. We can say welcome with our
lips, but our scowl at a child making a noise,
or a pulled face at another member of the
Church can say the entire opposite. We can
say ‘we love God and love our neighbour’,
and then by walking away from someone,
or turning our back on them we show we
don't.

These signs can be so subtle that we may
not see them for what they are — but the
visitor will pick them up quickly, for they do
not know us and our funny ways. So this
month think about your life and attitude and
ask what ‘sign’ it is giving about your faith
and your love of God?

Last month’s magazine left you with the
forthcoming celebration for the completion
of the works on the Tower. The afternoon
and evening were a fitting end to the project
with many visitors enjoying the climb up the
Tower, the refreshments in the Church, the
City Band concert and the Mass of

Thanksgiving  celebrated by  Bishop
Kenneth. It was a great opportunity to thank
our major Funders who were represented
there — Veoilia Environmental Trust, English
Heritage and the City Council and countless
(and very generous) individuals. It was also
a chance to thank the stonemasons and
contractors — St Blaise — and our own
‘team’ of architects and advisors — Simon
Dyson, Julian Vallis and Richard Magrath,
supported by Mary Swaffield, Margaret
Thomas, Stella Jamieson and Jan Bennett.
Some people have asked if the fundraising
is complete — the answer will not be fully
known until all the accounts are settled and
grants are gathered in, but it looks as if we
are close to the target, but we could still do
with some final donations, and fundraising
will continue for a while. In one sense it
never finishes as we have further projects
to move onto - more of that another time!

After the celebrations, we began to return to
the normal ‘rhythm’ of Saint Mary’s year —
charity lunches, weddings, baptisms and
the start again of the Royal Marines
Concert season. Alongside these ‘routine
things’ we have welcomed Brian Moles as
the Director of Music and he launched
straight in after one week to the Annual
Meeting of the Music Foundation and the
concert. It was a good meeting of the
Trustees, who continue to be committed to
supporting music lessons and opportunities
for our young people, At the concert
Wendy-Elizabeth Leggatt presented her
annual award. This year it was given to
Gemma and Christina Thorne. Over the last
year their attendance has been 100% at
every rehearsal, service and wedding and
their enthusiasm and commitment has been
noticed by the clergy and others. Well done
to both of them!

Other annual meetings have also taken
place — the Friends of Saint Mary's —
concerned with the support of our work with
children and young people, the giving of a
gospel to everyone who is married or
baptised, and the display boards -
especially the photo boards in the Church.
This year saw yet more new members and
a significant sum of money raised through
‘subs’ (only £5 a year) which will support all
of these activities. The following week saw
the AGM of the Fabric Trust — the charitable
body which supports our building projects —
and again we are grateful to those who join
the Trust to enable us to carry out the
works.

In the midst of all of this there was the
Parish Bar B Q. Our thanks once again to
Stan, Vida, Shirley, Eve and Sonya for this
event — and it is always good after the
summer to see everyone sitting and
chatting over a burger or hot dog. This year
about 100 people enjoyed the day -
although we had only sold 70 tickets before
hand! But the catering team managed to
ensure there was plenty for all — even some
'seconds’ at the end!

It was good to be able to welcome Bishop
Kenneth on August 16™ — even to see him
manage to extinguish the acolyte’s candle
with the swin%ing thurible! - and on
September 13" some members of the
Parish were at his farewell in the Cathedral.
He officially retires at the end of the month.

Until his successor is enthroned (some time
next year) the Diocese will be under the
care of what is known as a ‘commissary
bishop’. This will be Bishop lan — the Bishop
of Dorking in the Guildford Diocese. So in
our prayers we should pray for Bishop lan,
as our bishop.

The process for appointing the successor is
underway and Father Bob is one of the 6
elected members of the Crown Nominations
Commission from the Diocese. If you want
to know more about the process, then do
ask him.

The group meets with the 2 Archbishops on
October 9" and then again on November 9™
and 10". Please remember them and the
process in your prayers over the coming
weeks — and especially on those days.
