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One of the big issues for some people in
the Parish over the last few weeks has
been the systems we have put in place
based on the Archbishops’ guidance over
Swine Flu. For some, the non-sharing of a
handshake at the peace and communion
only being the consecrated host, and not
the wine as well, has been an
uncomfortable time. We don’t know how
long this will continue, but further guidance
form the Archbishops and Diocese is due at
the end of October.

What we have had to keep reminding
ourselves is that these steps have been
taken not for ‘us’ but for those who would
be particularly vulnerable to the infection. It
is hoped that the steps taken enable them
to fully participate in the worshipping life of
God’s people and so does not exclude them
through fear of what might happen. But I
think there has been another positive side
to this process. Too often we do things,
because we do them, because, well, we
have always done them. We lose sight of
why we do them, or what significance they
have. The Peace is one such example. Why
do we ‘exchange a sign of peace’? Possibly
it had become a time to express our
friendliness towards one another, a chance
to greet each other, even sometimes a

chance to catch up on the latest news. But
is that what it was for?

The non-physical sharing of the peace has
led us to think about what we are sharing –
not a physical thing, but a recognition of
Christ in the other, a sharing of a
recognition of our being at one with Him,
and He in each of us. It is not your friend or
neighbour you are ‘recognising’ and
greeting, but Christ in them. It is His peace
we share, His presence. Perhaps we need
to spend more time thinking about this, than
worrying about whether we can shake
hands or not.

This is also true of the various ‘celebrations’
of this month. The month of ‘remembering’.
The danger is that we ‘remember’ because
we ‘remember’ because, well, we have
always remembered. The rituals that
accompany it have become like the
handshake at the peace – almost more
significant than the ‘why we do it’. We
remember not to glorify the past, nor to
seek to live in the past, but to remember
what was done for us by those we have
never met. The red poppy is not a romantic
symbol, or a glorifying of the war dead, but
should be a reminder of the blood shed so
shockingly in Flanders, and elsewhere
since, and the true horror and cost of war.
We are thankful for those who fought (and
continue to fight) to defend the values we
hold dear, but we should also remind
ourselves of the reality of what that means
and seek to build a world where that price is
not paid again.

This year, as ‘we remember’, use the time
to think about ‘why’ are we remembering
and then make a commitment to God to use
that memory to inspire us to seek to share
his peace not just in the Church but in our
lives, seeking to recognise His presence in
all we encounter.

In Bangladesh, 16 ducks could be the first steps in  self-sufficiency
for people recovering from flooding.

Since 1998 Christian Aid partner Friends in Village Development Bangladesh have
been helping people recover from devastating floods by giving them ducks.

Duck farming helps people gain self-sufficiency, duck eggs can be eaten and the
ducks can be sold or bartered. This means that rather than taking out loans to help
rebuild, communities can work towards a more secure future.

This promises to be a great evening, with our
own Choir, the Cathedral Choral Scholars, the Nadina String Quartet and the
Denmead Brass Ensemble, as well as (of course) the Organ! We are capitalising on
our Charles Dickens heritage, and weaving the programme around readings from
his wonderful book A Christmas Carol. Tickets will be available from mid-November
from Jan in the office at a price of £5.00 each. Children under-16 are free. Although
we have so much on around Christmas, please make every effort to come to what
promises to be a fantastic occasion, and encourage your family and friends to come
and begin the festive season in true style.

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There was a moment in the middle of the
Autumn Fayre when I stopped what I was
doing and just looked around to soak in
the atmosphere, and to see the rich
variety of what was there for sale, or to
do.
