This year we hope that you will do this,
particularly in thinking about the Cross.
The cross which lies at the heart of our
faith, can be something we are over
familiar with, or find too difficult to go
beyond a superficial encounter with.
Perhaps this February and March you
could join us in looking at the cross from
some  different  perspectives and
approach it with fresh eyes. Our Lent
programme will be ‘When | survey...
Christ's Cross and ours’. It will provide a
variety of ways to reflect on the cross and
its meaning — from musical meditations at
Saint Mary’s to a discussion group using
material provided by the York Course;
from Monday evening explorations in
stillness at Saint Faith’s to walking the
way of the Cross in each Church. We
hope that there will be something that will
help you. So this Lent, stop, stand back,
and look afresh at the Cross and you may
be surprised at what you discover.

Traidcraft News —
‘The Big Swap'

‘The Big Swap' is Traidcraft's theme for this
year's Fair Trade Fortnight (22" February to
7th March’). It is part of their ‘Make it Fair’
campaign to make every cup of tea in the
UK fair trade. At the moment only 1 in 10 of
the 165 million cups of tea that we drink in
this country EVERY DAY is fairly traded. If
you don't like Traidcraft tea, they have just
brought out a brand new range of teas -
these will be available in the parish for you
to try and to buy.

Traidcraft was started over 30 years ago as
a Christian response to poverty and has
grown from very small beginnings. They sell
fairly traded goods, ensuring that farmers
and workers get a fair price for their goods
and a fair wage for their work.

This parish supports Traidcraft with regular
stalls in each of the three churches and in
2009 just under £900 worth of goods were
purchased through our account! That is a
fantastic total. It includes the coffee and tea
bought for use by the churches and other
institutions as well as all that you, as
individuals, have bought.

Most popular buys are - yoghurt raisins,
biscuits, tea, coffee, honey and Geobars!
Something new to look out for are new
packs of yoghurt raisins and a new brand of
chocolate beans (a fair trade version of a
well-known sweet). At only 50p these are a
bargain.

A nice cup of tea

One of the enjoyable things about
worshipping in  church on a
Sunday is thinking of all the
different churches that are doing
the same.

Some of them are in our neighbourhood,
some are in other parts of the country, and
many of them are across the globe — all of
us united with our common love of Jesus
and our desire to worship him.

But we are connected to those communities
by more than just our faith. Our trade — and
the way we trade — has a direct impact on
people we will never know and never meet
but whose lives can be made richer or
poorer by the choices we make when we go
shopping.

When we change our shopping habits so
that we buy things like fairly traded tea,
coffee, sugar or bananas, our actions
change things for people on the other side
of the world.

Sometimes, it is both worship AND what we
buy that are our common connections. That
link between our faith and our actions
seems to be what the prophet Isaiah had in
mind in Chapter 58 of his book.

Its a blistering attack on meaningless
gestures and empty observance devoid of
genuine commitment. We cannot claim to
love and serve God if we do not also love
and serve His world by seeking justice for
the oppressed, freedom for the enslaved,
and shelter for the lost, says Isaiah.

I's also an interesting challenge in this
season of Lent when traditionally we give
up things as a mark of our Christian
commitment. Here’s Isaiah telling us to take
up things as part of that commitment, things
like justice, righteousness and love.

And you know what? It's not as difficult as
you might think. So just pop the kettle on
while you read how.....

Take, for instance, tea. Just as we make
time away from work on a Sunday to come
to church, so do communities in the tea-
growing communities of Kibena, in
Tanzania, and Sahyadri, in Kerala, India,
two of Traidcraft's suppliers.

Tea is one of those things we all take for
granted. After all, what could be nicer - or
easier to make - than a simple cup of tea?

Yet for smallholder tea growers and estate
workers across Africa and Asia, tea is
proving the key to a better life and a more
hopeful future for them and their
communities.

Which is why tea is a major feature for the
next five years for both the Traidcraft
trading company and its associated charity,
Traidcraft Exchange.

Traidcraft Exchange has been working in
the Indian tea industry for several years to
address the crisis which has seen falling tea
prices and estate closures. Small tea
growers and tea workers have lost income,




increased their debt, and face an uncertain
future.

The Just Tea project is helping more than
230,000 smallholder tea growers to realise
fairer terms of trade through an assessment
of opportunities in the domestic market,
business  development  support and
advocacy aimed at improving legislation in
the industry.

Meanwhile, Traidcraft plc, working with
Teadirect, is increasing market
opportunities and improving livelihoods for
growers and workers in Tanzania, Uganda.
Kenya, Sri Lanka and India, through its tea
purchases.

Tea has some great qualities:
Approximately 40% of the UK’s fluid
intake today will be tea
Tea without milk has no calories. Using
semi-skimmed milk adds around 13
calories per cup, but you also benefit
from valuable minerals and calcium
Tea with milk provides 21% of daily
calcium requirement in 4 cups
Tea contains some zinc and folic acid
Tea with milk contains Vitamin B6,
Riboflavin B2 and Thiamin B1
Tea is a source of the minerals
manganese, essential for bone growth
and body development, and potassium,
vital for maintaining body fluid levels
The average cup of tea contains less
than half the level of caffeine than
coffee. One cup contains only 50mg per
190ml cup
Tea is a natural source of fluoride and

drinking four cups makes a significant
contribution to your daily intake
But all of this goodness stays within a
teabag as long as you keep it in the box
and don’t add water.

It's the same with us as Christians and as a
church. We can sing and pray and preach
about justice and good news for the poor,
but we really need to take action, to be a
catalyst for God'’s love.

Great if we decide to serve tea in our
churches — we are releasing some of the
goodness and the benefits. But if we don't
do the same in our homes, in our work —
and encourage more people to do the same
— then we keep the potential trapped in a
box. And that potential has far-reaching
effects, because it can mean better
healthcare, better education, better homes
for people involved in the tea industry.

We know that Jesus described himself as
living water, and one of the ways of bringing
his love and justice to the world’s poor is to
be a catalyst for him.... Like water in a
teapot..... releasing the goodness and
benefits of tea... and fair trade.

Can you think of a better reason for making
yourself a nice cup of tea?

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The February Magazine is always a difficult
one to write this section for — as we are
beginning to look forward to Lent and so
much of what has happened can seem so
far away — Christmas is but a dim memory.
It is almost impossible to capture everything
of the last two months which saw the
Ministry team involved in some 30+ carol
services/Christmas events; well over 6000
visitors to Saint Mary’s for services and
celebrations and 1000 people at one of the
services on Christmas Eve or Christmas
Day.

So what follows is a glimpse of the
highlights .... Candles, music and readings
marked the beginning of Advent with a
special service that set a standard for the
music — and an opportunity to reflect on the
nature of the season. The same
combination with the addition of the Dickens
Fellowship, some strings and brass,
provided a memorable launch for the Organ
Restoration Project and a wonderful
celebration of ‘Christmas’ — the atmosphere
heightened when the Director of Music was
seen processing out with a candle which
had transformed itself into a flaming torch!
More candles followed at the News
Christingle with some 275 Christingles
(made by the Guides) and yet more music.
Chairs moved a lot in the week that
followed with schools and the Choral Union
using the space for their Christmas concerts
and services. Barrells once more hosted a
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service (well 2 services, or to be more
exact, the same service twice!) for those
bereaved in the last year — as always this
was a moving occasion and we have
received many comments of appreciation
from those who came. More schools and,
this time, the Royal Marines came and went
— with our Choir singing yet more carols at
the Royal Marine concert. The Homeless
Voucher scheme service was a moment to
pause and be reminded of the reality of the
familiar crib scene and the experiences of
those who are homeless, refugees, or on
the margins of society. This year a record
£9000 was raised (thank you to all who
donated — and to the team who helped to
sort the vouchers ready for distribution).
The Nine Lessons and Carols was valued
and enjoyed by all who were there.
Throughout December we realised how
fortunate we are to have Brian as our
Director of Music — and also to have a choir
that is so committed and talented. The
contribution of music was a thread which
ran throughout the month and helped to
make it the great celebration of Christmas
that it was. One final highlight was the sight
of Father Jamie giving a virtuoso
performance on the glockenspiel for ‘Little
Donkey’ at the Nativity service!

Thank you
to everyone who helped beforehand to
prepare the church, and who provided a
warm welcome at the services to those who
were visiting us. Looking back to earlier
events in Advent, the annual Christingle
and Carol Service was preceded as usual
with children’s workshops, and followed by
a scrumptious tea. Having been happily
occupied in making Christmas cards and
gifts the children then donned Nativity
costumes and during the Christingle service
helped to unwrap the story of the nativity for
all who were there.

The Eve of the feast of the Epiphany
coincided with the fall of more snow than
Portsmouth has seen for many years, and
treacherous conditions for both driving and
walking stopped many from being able to
get to the Parish Epiphany Mass at Saint
Wilfrid’s the following night, but it went
ahead, as did the Mass that morning at
Saint Faith’s. By the following Sunday

getting around was still difficult, but a valiant
group gathered at Saint Faith’s to celebrate
the Baptism of the Lord, and to reflect on
what our own baptism means to us as we
re-affirmed those promises to make Christ
and his Gospel message the focus of our
lives. As we gathered round the font for that
part of the service, it was good to be
reminded that the next time we do so will be
at the Parish Mass for the Presentation of
the Lord, on February 2" when the Revd
Charlie Allen is coming to preach at Saint
Faith’'s and when those beginning their
preparation for confirmation will be
welcomed and ‘commissioned’ for that
journey. At the present we have three from
Saint Faith’s seeking confirmation, with
Jordan and Emily who have recently
become part of the serving team, among
the children.

Our first coffee morning of the year raised
£120 for the emergency appeal launched by
Christian  Aid following the terrible
earthquake in Haiti, and the following day
there was a retiring collection for the same
cause.

We were also very
pleased to see Yvonne back on her feet
after her recent knee operation. It was a
lively meeting at which we committed
ourselves to strengthening our financial
situation with the 3-fold approach of upping
our stewardship-giving, improving the
quality and pre-planning of our fundraising
efforts, and doing what we can to reduce
our outgoings on heat, light and water,
without jeopardising our reputation for
having a church that is welcomingly warm
and light. We all need to be part of this, as
we pray together and work together and
encourage one another in the living out of
our faith and in responding to Christ’s call to
discipleship and to the mission of his
Church.
