Extract from the Vicar's Report
at the Annual Meeting

There is a lot to celebrate in the life of
the three churches — and a lot of
people involved in so many different
ways. Each year it is good to pause
and remind ourselves of that and to be
given that broader perspective — for
sometimes the minutiae of day to day
life can swamp us, and some issues
and concerns can overwhelm us and
blot out the light. We are not perfect —
and there are things that we need to
address — but on the whole we are
growing towards the fulfilment of our
vision to be the People of God in this
place.
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The on-going saga of Pompey Football
Club continues — the rollercoaster of a
season (unfortunately not in regard to their
position in the premiership) is worthy of the
best soap operas ...there have been a
number of twists and turns that you would
dismiss as sheer fantasy if you read it in a
book or watched it on TV. One of the latest
twists was the revelation of the full extent of
their debt — a mere £119 million. The ‘News’
published a full list of debtors that ran to a
two-page spread. What was interesting was
the range of individuals and organisations
that are owed funds — ranging from players
and major shareholders, to the scouts, the
City Council and the supplier of pies!
Reading through the list reminds you that
beyond the 11 players of the pitch is a
complex web of individuals and groups
working together and using their gifts and
skills to support PFC. The Club is not just
the visible team ... it is this great army of
people who are involved in a huge variety of
ways.

That is an important thing to remember in
the life of the Church. The May Fayre and
the Annual Meetings each year are very
clear signs of this fact. For the Parish of
Saint Mary’s to be what it is — and to do
what it does as the people of God in this
place — requires each and every member of
the Church to give of their time, gifts and
skills. The Church’s ministry is not just the
visible body that we see on a Sunday
leading worship — or wearing clerical
collars. The Church’s ministry is the part
played by each and every person — both in

the life of the Church on a Sunday and in
the daily lives they lead. The Parish is the
great place it is because of the 100 or so
volunteers who will support the May Fayre;
the many individuals who help with
cleaning, flower arranging, serving, music
etc; those who serve as Commercial
Chaplains in Cascades and Gunwharf;
those who administer the Parish finances;
those who are training as mentors for
CPGS; the 25 or so people who help at
every Marine Concert to welcome our
guests; those who pray for the life of the
Church and all these things; and those who
serve on DCCs and PCCs. The list is vast
and involves so many. The Annual
Meetings give us a chance to pause and
say ‘thank you’ and Ascension Day gives us
a chance to gather together and pray for
them. | hope you will join us on May 13"
with lan, our Commissary Bishop, for our
service at 7.30 p.m. which will include the
commissioning of the PCC.

Perhaps on that evening you could think
about your own ‘ministry’ — whatever it may
be — and dedicate it afresh to God -
committing yourself to serve him in the year
that lies ahead.

CONCERT AT SAINT MARY'S

On Saturday 17th April, Saint Mary’'s
resounded to a spectacular concert given
by our Choir and the Nadina Ensemble. But
there was one very special guest. The
counter-tenor James Bowman, one of the
foremost names in British music for the last
forty years, had kindly agreed to come and
perform for us and support the work of the
Music Foundation. | first met James when |
was a teenager, and for over ten years
before | was ordained we performed
together frequently. It was James’ kindness,
extraordinary musicianship and sense of
humour which always shone through, and
this occasion was no different. James
opened the concert with three simple solo

songs by Dowland, Gibbons and Purcell,
highlighting just how the simplest things can
also be the most beautiful.

After this stunning opening, James
performed the Vivaldi Stabat Mater. This
was followed by an altogether different
piece of Vivaldi, his famous Gloria in D
major. The choir sang the familiar text with
style and panache as the orchestral strings
and trumpets sparkled under Brian Moles’
energetic and clear beat. We were joined by
two other soloists for the Gloria — sopranos
Cath Backhouse and Emily Condley. Cath
is one of the most exciting young singers of
her generation, currently starring in
Mozart's opera La Clemenza in London,
whilst Emily is a final year student at South
Downs College who joined us for the first
time last year in our Candlelit Christmas
Spectacular. Our soloists made for a superb
trio and our choir excelled themselves.

After an interval during which James
Bowman signed lots of autographs and met
some of our audience, we settled down for
the second half of the concert. A larger
orchestra together with Matt Dixon at Saint
Mary’s Organ accompanied the choir in a
superb performance of Maurice Duruflé’'s
hauntingly beautiful Requiem. The Choir
sang the pleading, gentle plainsong
melodies with simple innocence, and the
denser more complicated passages with
real flair. The baritone Paul Robertson was
noble in his declamation of Tremens, whilst
Cath Backhouse comforted us with Pie
Jesu.

For many of us who were there, it will be
the memories of young and old performing
together which will remain with us. As a
young man, James Bowman sang for
Benjamin Britten, who simply wrote “this is
the man” at James’ audition for the opening
of the new Queen Elizabeth Hall on
London’s South Bank some 44 years ago.
The memories of our young choristers
performing alongside this titanic figure of
twentieth century music will remain with me,
and | hope with them, for a long time yet.

My South African adventures

Adam Bullivant writes about his
experiences volunteering
in South Africa

When | was Greenbelt 2009 | found
Platform2, which is a global volunteering
scheme for 18 — 25 years olds who wouldn’t
otherwise be able to visit a developing
country and get involved with global issues
of justice and poverty.

| was lucky enough that | got to go to
Soweto in Johannesburg and work and live
in a children’s home called Othandweni for
10 weeks, with 14 other volunteers from
England.

When | was out there, | worked in the
nursery at Othandweni (which means place
of love) where they had orphan babies and
children. When they were at the nursery,
they would have four meals a day and were
washed and cleaned every day, and we as
volunteers would help with that and give the
babies love and play with them. When the
older children come back from school we
would help them with homework and talk to
them and help them if they needed it.

Half way in our 10 weeks we went to the
Elton John Masibambisane Day Centre to
help with all the day to day jobs. When |
was there, | got to go out in the local area
called Kliptown, one of the poor parts of
Soweto, and | got to do home visits to the
families who would come to the Centre.

We also had two weekends away: we went
to a lion park, and we also went to a theme
park called Gold Reef City. Everyone was
excited about the FIFA World Cup which is
coming to Johannesburg this summer, and
we went to see the stadiums which have
been built for the games. And we also went
to see Nelson Mandela’s house.

This was the best 10 weeks of my life and |
know that we helped made a difference to
the lives of all the people we met.

It always seems wonderful that a small
congregation like Saint Faith’s can make
the journey through the big liturgies of
Maundy Thursday, Good Friday and Holy
Saturday and arrive at Easter Day joyful
and renewed by all that we have shared
together and all that we have celebrated,
even if a bit weary in body!

The
beauty of a church full of flowers with our
lovely Easter garden and Paschal Candle
was a fitting expression of the new life we
were celebrating, and indeed continue to
celebrate all through Eastertide, as we
reflect on what it means to share Christ’s
risen life.

This is the time of year, too, for Annual
Meetings, and ours was held on Sunday
25™ April, just before the Parish AGM the
following evening. It is always a good
reminder to be taken through the different
reports that are presented and to realise
again how varied and enriching church life
is, in all that is offered and celebrated, and

all that is there to be received. It is also an
opportunity to express our thanks for that,
and for all those who in their many and
varied ways support the work of the church.
Father Bob also brought us up to date with
the fact that Christopher is now officially our
Bishop, and although his installation is not
until September, he is already receiving
papers and information and getting abreast
of what lies ahead.

In her fabric report Anne Carpenter, one of
our 2 Deputy Wardens, reported that our
five yearly inspection, the Quinquennial,
was about to take place. This is a
requirement that all churches have to fulfil,
and the work will be done by our Architect,
Simon Dyson. It will be an excellent
opportunity to ensure that all is well with the
roof and the structure of the church, as well
as the fittings and systems. It will enable us
to ask questions about how we might use
our heat and light in a more economical
way, and about whether the ladder in the
bell-tower can be made safe, and the bell-
rope re-secured so we can ring it.

We are looking forward to the confirmation
service at Saint Mary’s in June, when
Bishop lan will confirm three people from
Saint Faith’s, part of a larger number who
have been attending the exploring faith
groups since February. The healing service
at Saint Faith’s in April was on the theme of
New Life In Christ, and was well attended,
with some even managing to hurry across
in time from the monthly Eucharist at
Nicholson Gardens which took place just
beforehand!

A lot of our attention is of course taken up
with preparations for the May Fayre - and
no doubt you will hear much more about
that in next month’s issue, hopefully with
news of fine weather, a huge crowd, a great
community atmosphere, and a boost to our
church funds - watch this space!
