Once more as a Parish we are preparing to
say ‘farewell’ to one of our Ministry Team.
In a Parish this size, and with its tradition of
training curates, it is a regular occurrence,
but in each case there is always a sense of
sadness that we are saying goodbye and
thank you to a person we have got to know
well. There are always particular gifts and
skills that each person shares with us, and
each have their personalities and ‘funny
ways’! I am sure, over the coming weeks as
we prepare to say goodbye to Father Jamie
as he goes to be a Minor Canon at
Westminster Abbey, there will be many of
you who will want to express your thanks to
him. As a Parish we will have the chance to
formally say ‘thank you’ at the Evening
Service (7.30 p.m.) on Wednesday
September 8th and I hope many of us will be
there. Details of how to contribute to a
farewell gift will follow. Likewise I hope (and
expect) many will travel with us to
Westminster Abbey on Saturday September
11th for his installation at 3 p.m. Details of
the coach will follow as well. All I will say,
for now, is how much I will miss a colleague
who has been supportive and who has
been fully committed to caring for everyone
in the Parish – as well as being prepared to
roll up his sleeves and join in all aspects of
Parish life.

But as we say farewell, so also we say
‘welcome’. We are in the slightly unusual
position of saying ‘hello’ before we say
‘goodbye’. On Saturday July 3rd Father Phill
will be deaconed at the Cathedral at Noon –
and I also hope many of us will be there to
support him with our prayers and friendship.
Likewise on the Sunday we will have a
chance to get to know him at the Strawberry
Tea and service (5 p.m.) We hope he,
Yukie and Augustine soon settle into
Portsmouth life and we look forward to
discovering the gifts and skills they bring –
and Father Phill’s personality and ‘funny
ways’!

So the next two months will be focusing on
the ordained ministry in the Parish, but we
must be careful not to see this as the only
ministry. In May the Churches in
Portsmouth hosted an afternoon celebrating
the variety of ministry in our City. This is
found in shops, on the streets on a Friday
and Saturday night, in the University,
Hospital, Schools, the Commercial Port, the
Armed Forces …. The list is very long.
There are over 100 people exploring what it
means to be the Body of Christ serving the
world. They are as much a part of our
Church life as our worship in the Church, or
our activities in our Halls. Who are these
people? Some are ordained, but others are
lay people, many are voluntary and they
work together in teams that are ecumenical,
They support and encourage one another
and we need to recognise them, and pray
for them.

So as we say ‘hello’ and ‘goodbye’ perhaps
we could each think about our own ministry
and how we each exercise it. How is God
calling you (for he calls each of us) to serve
him as the Body of Christ? How will you
respond to that call? What are the particular
skills and gifts you have, your ‘funny ways’
and how can you offer them in service?

If you want to reflect on this or ask more
about it, then any member of the Ministry
Team, would be delighted to talk with you!

Buckingham Palace Trip –
Friday September 17 th

As many of you will know, for the last few
years I have been organising coach trips to
see various stage shows, either in London
or at the Mayflower in Southampton.  This
year, however, as part of the social
calendar for the parish, I am organising a
trip to view the State Rooms of Buckingham
Palace, on Friday 17th September.

The coach will leave Saint Mary’s at about 9
a.m. and will return by about 6 p.m. (exact
times to be confirmed) and the cost will be
£16 per person for entry to the palace.
There will also be a charge for the coach
fare, which is dependent on the number of
people going, though I expect it will be in
the region of £15

The tour lasts about two and a half hours
and will take in the nineteen state rooms
and also a special exhibition entitled “The
Queen’s Year” which will include displays of
ceremonial robes, jewellery and dresses, as
well as showing archive photographs and
film to evoke the many varied aspects of the
Queen’s work through the course of twelve
months. The exhibition will illustrate the
pageantry, tradition and ceremony of the
State Opening of Parliament, the historic
Garter Day ceremony at Windsor Castle
and Trooping the Colour, as well as
investitures, garden parties and State Visits.
Please note, there will be no access to the
gardens.

This trip is open to everyone – it is not
exclusive to church members, so please
mention it to any friends or family who you
think would be interested.  Shirley Rudder
will be taking the names of those people
who want to go, and your (non-refundable)
money for the palace entry will be required
by the end of July.  The coach fare will be
payable by the end of August, once the final
cost has been calculated.

The Palace is fully accessible to those with
disabilities, including wheelchair users, but I
will need details beforehand as the Palace
needs to be informed in good time of any
visitors who may need extra help or
guidance.

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Passion Play 2010
Gary Clough writes about his recent trip to
see the Passion Play at Oberammergau

It lasts for five hours and is sung/spoken
entirely in German.  No, not Wagner’s Ring
Cycle, but a performance of a very special
Play in a small village near to the border of
Germany with Austria.  It is, of course, the
world famous Oberammergau Passion Play
which this year is being performed for the
41st time since 1634, and which I was lucky
enough to attend at the beginning of June,
together with Stan, Shirley and Eve Rudder.

The story of how the Passion Play began is
fascinating. In 1633, the Plague was
sweeping across Bavaria, and many
villages were having their populations
decimated. In Oberammergau, 84 of the
villagers had died, and so the Village
Council together with the villagers who were
well enough gathered at the altar of the
village church to make a solemn vow to
perform, every tenth year, a play
commemorating Jesus’ suffering, death and
resurrection if the village was spared from
any further deaths.  It is recorded that, since
that day, no-one else in Oberammergau
died from the disease, and the promise
made has been kept ever since.

Sixty or seventy performers gave the first
performance in 1634 on a temporary stage
erected over the graves of the plague
victims. The performance was repeated
every ten years until 1674, when it was
decided to change the timing to the
beginning of each decade.  Only twice has
the Play not been performed – in 1770
when there was a ban on Passion Plays
and again in 1940 because of the Second
World War, though there have also been
extra performances held in anniversary
years etc.

In 1830 the performance site was changed
from the cemetery to a site on the northern
edge of the village, which resulted on a
more large-scale production attended by
larger audiences.  This site is now occupied
by a purpose-built theatre, which has
evolved over the years to become the

modern building of today, which seats 4720
people at each performance, meaning that
almost 480,000 people can see the Play in
any one season. The audience area of the
theatre is under cover, but the huge stage is
open to the elements, which provides
splendid backdrops of the mountains but
which also means that the cast can get very
wet in adverse weather.

The Play today is very different from the
original 1634 production, though obviously
the story line is the same.  Nowadays the
cast can number up to 1500 at each
performance, including a choir of 50, and an
orchestra of the same size.  There are also
several animals used – a donkey,
obviously, but sheep, doves, and even a
camel were on the stage at some point
during the show. For the first time, the
performance is shown in the afternoon and
evening, in two sections, each lasting two
and a half hours. (Previously the
performances took place in the morning and
afternoon).  The first section begins with the
entry into Jerusalem on Palm Sunday and
ends with Jesus being arrested in the
Garden of Gethsemane, while the second
section picks up from there and moves
through the events of Good Friday, ending
with the Resurrection. Between the main
scenes, the choir come on and sing while in
the centre part of the main stage a series of
tableaux depicting key scenes from the Old
Testament are shown.

The majority of the villagers take the Play
very seriously and it is seen as the ultimate
honour and privilege to be able to take part,
especially if allocated one of the main roles.
Several of the main parts this year are
played by people whose parents and
indeed grandparents have played the same
roles in previous productions.  To be in the
Play, a person either has to have been born
in the village, or if born elsewhere, must
have lived in the village for at least 20
years. For the children taking part
(approximately 500 of them) these rules are
waived and the Play is open to children
from the surrounding villages as well as
Oberammergau itself. Selection of the
soloists takes place two years before the
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Play is performed, and those who wish to
be considered must have ten hours
professional voice coaching before they
audition. On Ash Wednesday of the year
before the Play (i.e. 2009) the male cast
members become subject to the “Hair Law”
– no haircuts or beard trimmings are
allowed so that the facial hair looks
authentic for the performances.

For the 2010 season, the Play runs from the
middle of May through to the beginning of
October, with 103 performances being
given in total.  People come from all over
the world and a huge operation is put into
on a daily basis to ensure that they all have
somewhere to stay either in Oberammergau
itself or in neighbouring villages, with a
series of shuttle buses running backwards
and forwards all day. It is a massive
logistical nightmare, and those who
organise it deserve the highest praise.

When we were in Oberammergau, while
people in England were heading for the
beach, we were suffering heavy rain every
day, and very low temperatures – indeed
we were able to throw snowballs on June
1st when we went by cable-car up a not
particularly high mountain!  As a result, the
theatre was not particularly warm, and the
shopkeepers were doing a roaring trade in

blankets.  As I took my seat, I did not know
quite what to expect – 5 hours of a
language I do not understand was quite a
daunting prospect, even if I did know the
story, but the sheer spectacle of the play
made me feel as if I were actually there as
the events of that week unfolded.  It didn’t
matter that I couldn’t understand a word of
it, it didn’t matter that the seats weren’t
particularly comfortable, and it didn’t matter
that it wasn’t very warm – just to be part of
the audience for such an incredible event
was a truly marvellous experience

I know that there are some others from the
parish who are going to see the Play later in
the year; unfortunately it will be ten years
before you get another chance, but if you
are able to make the journey then, I would
strongly advise that you do so. The
traditions of presenting the Play may
change, but the vow made all those years
ago does not, and the commitment of the
villagers is what will take the Play into the
future; Oberammergau is the Play and the
Play is Oberammergau and long may this
continue to be so.
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A big thank you to Father Jamie for helping
out with last month’s magazine article!!  We
at Saint Wilf’s send him our warmest wishes
and congratulations on his forthcoming
move to Westminster Abbey.

Last month’s Father’s Day coffee morning
was in aid of the MU “Wheels Appeal”.
Transport is vital in delivering crucial aid or
to run family support projects and this
appeal is to help continue this part of the
MU’s work.  So it was good to see so many
enjoying themselves! June’s Charity Lunch
for the Elizabeth Foundation was again well
supported.  July’s lunch is on Thursday 15th

July and is in aid of Motiv8, a charity that
works with 8-25 year olds engaging &
supporting them in accessing better life
chances. So do pop along & join us for
lunch!

The Parish Confirmation service at Saint
Mary’s was a wonderful occasion; it was a
joy to see Stuart confirmed!! I know that
Stuart has really appreciated everyone’s
prayers, cards & support and I’m not sure
that he will ever forget the smiling faces that
greeted him when he turned to face the

congregation!  I think the Hawthorns, the
home of Stuart’s favourite team has
competition?!!

We have noticed an increase in Baptisms at
Saint Wilf’s and in the next two months we
will welcome the families and friends of five
little ones for Baptism. As you all know,
Weddings are not common place at Saint
Wilf’s, so it is a delight that at the end of
August there is to be a Blessing of the
marriage of Hayley and Robert.  I trust that
you will continue to pray for those seeking
Baptism or preparing for marriage in the
weeks ahead.  On the 6th August, we will be
welcoming friends from across the Parish
as we host the Parish Mass for the Feast of
the Transfiguration.

There is so much to look forward to in the
coming weeks, be it holidays, Greenbelt or
watching England’s fortunes in the World
Cup!  And of course, we cannot overlook
the arrival of Phill Bowden as he joins us on
the 3rd July!
